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The thirteen claims of the Fiper group as listed above are registered
in the neme of K. J, Springer, 604 Fall Building, 789 Nest Pender Street,

Vaneouver, B.C,

The Piper group is loeated in the Pelly River ares, Yukon Territory, at
latitude 62° 15' north and Longitude 133° 20 west. The olaims lie spproxiwetely
two and one*half miles west of the property held Wy Frospectors Afrways Limited.

The claims are situated 120 air miles northesst of Whitehorse. There are
lakes nesr the claims suitable for landing by float equipped aireraft. A landing
strip is being milt on the Frospectors Alrvays property. An acoess road is
being eonstrusted from Carmacks to Ross River, whieh vill service the general

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remaining eclaims of the Piper group; on the east by the Wedge group; oa
the morth by the Van growp, whiek is held by Frospestors Adrweys Limited,
and bordered to the mortheast by the Mye group, which is held Yy Fotluek
Explorstions Limited. The ground to the soutbwest is unstaked.

The geclogioal resonmaissance and mapping program on the thirteen
claims of the Fiper group and the adjoining Vedge group was ocompleted detween
August 2%d and September 26th, 1954. Ioeation lines were sut out and sur-
veysd Wy Brumton and chain. Stations were estahlished at 100-ft. intervals
along the looation lines. ILines wers run from the locatiom.lines to cuterops
and the boundaries chained. The datum elevation at No. 2 Fost of the Wedge
Fo. 2% minersl claim vas established by the survey of the Wedge group. The
evev sonsisted of a geologist, a geologieal student, two Indian line-sutters
and a wrangler.

The Piper proup is mostly drift covered and very fev cutarops are
expossd on the c¢laims. The northerm sestion of the group is covered vith
the remnants of a thirtesen ysar old forest burn. The southern seetion is
sovered vith spruce growth, |

On the Piper elaims the exposed rock types oonsist of conglomerate,
limestone, black argillite and quartsits, all belonging to the Yukon group,
vhish reanges in age from Pressabrian to Permian. The Tukon growp eonsists
of altered sedimentary and igneous rocks, vhich have undergone various degrees
of metemorphimm,
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The argillite vhich outerops on the western edge of the Vedge Fo. 22
and the Piper No, 11 is denes black in oolor. The contast with the quartxite
is gradational. On the Piper Fo. 11 the argillite is slaty and contorted.

The small outevep whish has Leen mepped as quartsite on the Fiper No.
12 mineral claim conmtaine minor amounts of chlorite schist iwterbedded with
the guartsite.

Ae  QEARTZIIE:

On veathered surfaces the quartsites vary from a blue~grey to green
ecolor. On fresh surfase the predominate coler is blus-green to grey. They
are very fine grained, often cherty, and contuin specks of sericite together
vith minute stringers of caleite. On the Piper Fo. 9 claim the quartzites
contalin bands of crystalline limestone, having xinmor amounts of tremolite and
speeks of serieite. The quartzite cuterep on the Piper M. 12 ¢lain is inter-
bedded vith & chlorite sehist.

The limestone is a dark blus eolor and fine grained. The outerep of
linmestone along the ereek on the FPiper No. 10 claim is believed to cocur as
& lens in the conglomerate.

7.  COMLOGIATE:

The conglomerate cuterops on the Piper group are identical to the
conglomerates on the Wedge group.

The conglemerates conaist of rounded and semi-angular pesbbles, up to
2" in diameter, of cherty quarisite, argillite, chlorite and sericite sehists.
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The matrix is silicsous and of the sume material as the fraguents. ‘rhalcp
outcrop of conglomerate on the Piper No. 10 claim vontains bands of dark blue
linestons.

There are teo fov rock expossres on the Piper elatus vhieh weuld snable
one t0 prove or assme the presense of faulting. The writer did not ses any
evidence of faulting. The Pelly River vallay, wvhich is the domimant tope-
graphic feature of \he area, Say be & trenchlike depression dus to faulting
and would serve as the loei of subsequent fanlting on the Piper grewp. The
bands of limestons oecurring in the conglomerate and quartsite outerops om
the Piper group are dus to interbedding during depoxition.

Complete rosomneissance and examination of all exposed roek was som-
pleted. All aresk gnllies were traced for indications of mimeralisstion.
The large aress of non-outerep wers prospested for the presense of mineralised
float and "frost heaves®, However, the desp overburden oould mask any under~
lying mineralized bodies should they exist.

Any further explorstion program plarmed for the above-dsseribed slaim
group should employ geophysical or geochenieal methods of prespesting.

Dus to the extensive areas of ovarturden in relation to the fev seattered
roek outerops, further surfass prospecting is mot warranted or reccmmended.
