IHTRODUCT ION

A recomaissance ground magnetic swvey waa carried out over
the Hans-Barb property, including the Hans le8, Barb 5-8, and Dog 1~
¢laima in part, to locate and detail a strong airborne anomely outlined
by a2 (5.0, Asbestos, associated with magnetite, iz found at the
prospect, The survey wes conducted far The Consclidated Mining and
Smelting Company of Canada Limited between May 30 and June 21, 196k by
R.G. Gifford, OGeological Engineer B,A.S¢. (British Colusbia), under the
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supervision of P.H. Sevensma, Geological Engineer B.Se., Ph.D. (Geneva).
Capatle field assistance was given by J.M. Hamilton, 921 Beckwith Hoad,
Richmond, B.Cey G. Bird, Salwon Amm, B.C.; and, O Headley, 1966 Morgan
Avenus, Port Coquitlam, B.C.

The prospect is located in the Whitehorse Mining Division,
Claim Sheet No, 105 Fw6 at Latitude 61° 17' N and Longitude 133% 09' W,
The claims lie at elevation 3,200' slong the usper reaches of Fish Creek,
two miles east of Towsr Pesk and 75 miles northeast of Whitehorse.
Access is gained fyom Mile 62.5 Canol Road by nine miles of jeep road.
The terrain is moderate in relief and thickly foreasted in the wvalleys.
Overburden appears to be ot more than & few tens of fest deep on the

valley slopes.

The survey was made with a Sherpe HF-l magnetometer, This ine
strument measures the vertical component of the megnetic fisld and reads
directly in gamsas with a resolution of five gusmas in the most sensitive
range, Maxismm sensitivity is 20 gawmas per scale division,

Survey control was provded by chain and compass surveyed base
lines. Traverss lines were northeastegouthwest in ths north half of the
area and northwest-southeast in the south half. Readings were normally
talen at 100-foot intervals along traverse lines spacad X' apart. Base
values of magnetic intensity wers determined at convenlent points in the
survey area and check readings vere made sach day at two-hour intervals
or leses to cstablish the diuwrnal correction curve.

The wvalue of the vertical magnetic field at each station, cor-
rected to 150 gesmas is showm on accompanying maps I to IV inclusive. To
simplify interpretation only areas of algnificant values were detailed by
magnetic contours.

3. GEOLOGY

The property is situated within the central portion of a narrow
northwest-trending belt of late Paleogoic volcaniecs and sediments. Both
sides of the belt are bordered by granitic intrusions. Ultramafic bodies,
with associated asbestos mineralisation, oecur in the Paleosols assenblage.

The maln structural features trend northwest, OSubordimate northe
northeast folding is observed at the prospect.

An anomalous area of interest was located in the valley of Fish
Creek by the airborme magnetic survey of the G.8.0, The apomaly has a
peak value of 60,280 gammas and is approximately 2,000 gemmas above back-
ground. It overlies a sill-like ultramafic body thet is about 500' thiek
at the prospect.

The location, trend, and form of this anomely, as delineated
by the airborne survey, was essentially substantisted by the later ground

Five general areas of higher than normal magnetic intensity were
indicated by the ground survey. They are designated "A® tc¢ "E" on accome
panying maps II to IV. Readings above 6,000 gammas are considered as signi~
‘ficant in the surveyed area. Hackground readings are in ths order of 3,000
gamuas over the ultramafic body, about 2,000 gammoas on voloanies overlying
ﬁnmtgmﬁc,m:ml,w@mn,crhm.mmm underlying the
ultrarafice

All the indipated ancmalies, ®"A" to "E® inclusive, occur in an
area of asbestos mineralization and are more or less allied with the ultra-
pafie~voleanie contact, The snoumalous areas may reflect & relative abundance
of magnetite in the rock, or, dus to the inter-relation of topogrephy and
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geology, thay may reflect a greater thickness of serpentinite.
- In addition, the survey greatly aided delineatiom of wallrook
contacts with the wWitramafic body. The contacts defined by the con-

trasting platesus of magnetic intensity closely agreed with geological
observations from point to point. )

CONGLUSIONS

The magnetic survey shows several highs mear the ultramafiee
voleanic contact. This may indicate that there is an abundance of mag-
netite veins in these areas, and by association it may also indicate that
there is significant asbestos mineralisatiom present. In this respect
the mineralization could as well be on the fringe of the magnetic high as
coincident with :t., However, the asbestos mineralization 1s observed to
be wesk in the prospect aresa, and it is dubvious that further atiention
to the ancmalous areas is warranted.
