FREPACE:

This report is to be classified as a geophysical survey
investigation, as per Section 54-2-B of the Yukon Querts Mining
Act.

All supplies were flown from Whitehorse to Jacknife lLake
and transported 34 miles by packhorses to the "GORA" group.

From September 27th to October 15th the following men were
employed: C. E. Dunn, D. Smarsh, J. Testewick, A. Roberts and J.
Dawson. L. Jorgenson, M. MoHeil and Chris. Henry were added as
extra help from October 5th to 15th.
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lack of evidence of mineralisation, mo change in the
attitude of the schist and the narrow width of the sone, did

not substantiate possibilities of the presence of a mineralised
band below the surface.
An ervea trending N. 45° E. is contained by the 400-500-600

crop of feldspar porphyry. This anomaly is situated in deep over-
burden and appears to represent a change in rock types along a
buried contact.

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locate any evidence of mineralisation. A band of graphite schist
occurs in the chlorite schist on the Insurance mineral claim ad-
joining the GORA No. 8 mineral claim.
