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INTRODUCTION

The Olgie 1 %o 16 mineral ¢laims are in one group south
of the east end of Olgie Lake, eight milss north-northwest of
Roes Hiver ?@ﬁ’ Yukon ’rmim.

The Olgie claims 1 to § were staked on July 22, 1966
by Lawrence Nagy of Cominco Ltd, and Olgie claims § to 16 were
staked on July 2L, 1966 by Theodore Muraro of Cominso Ltd. The
16 claims were recorded on August 2, 1966,

GEOLOGY,

To date no bedrotk exposurss have been located on the
Olgie Group. A projection of geologicsl information from adjacent
claims o the west (Snoweap amd Sowth (roups) suguests that the
group is traversed by an easterly trending contact between sodi-
ments and velcanics on the south and & grancdicrite mase on the
noxrth, The sediments represent a part of the group of rocks whish
contain the known sulfide deposits in the Swinm lakes-Vangorda arca.

An airborne geophysical survey on the Snowcap Growp to
the west indicated a moderate E.M, anomaly extending onto the prosemt
Olgie Groups The soil sampling program was designed to test the
poEsibility of a sulfids condueter on the Olgie ground,

LING CUITING

During August 1966 the firm of White, Hosford ami Impy ltd.
of Whitehorse, ¥.T. cut lines on the Olgis Group which included 2.7
miles of transit-controlled baselipe with right-angle turnoifs at
Li00-foot intervals and 17 miles of ¢ro:slines chained and picketed
at 100-foot intervals.

With the bascline work rated at $250 per line mile and the
crosslines at $100 per line mile, the total expenditure including
transportation charged to this work is $2,605 broken down as followss

Botween August 10 and Septenmbor 15 of 1966 Robert Choumont
of Teslin, Y.T. and Terry Wrizon of Vancowrer, B.C. collected 328
soil samples on the Ulgle claims, Samples wers coilected at 100-foot
intervals on the baselines and LOU~foot intervals on the crosslines
(see attached plan},

The samples were collected from a brown colored zone in the
soil profile which is located immediately below the white to grey
Yukon Ash layer which is present im this part of the Yukon. The samples
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were prepared and analysed by atlas Exploration in their lab at Ross
River., Atlas Bxplaration use a Perkin-Elmer Atomic Abgorption unit
for geochenical analyses of soil and silt, The charge to Cominco for
the analyses was as followst

The significant thweshold value for Zn in soils in this area
is taken as 200 parts per million. The plotted results exhibit two
arees in which Zn in the soil exteeds 200 ppm by a maximum factor of
about 3. Thess are not regarded as particularly interesting anomalous
valust.

The narthormmost area ocutlined by the closed 200 ppm contour
is coincident with a low-lylog seapage couwrss with a relatively high
proporbion of organis material in the soll. The general tendency for
wotal ions to absorb more readily on organie material may constitute
the full explanation of this weak anomaly.

The second &rea within the 200 ppw ¢ ontowr is topographically
higher ground and from information to the west is most likely underlain
by voleanics. The anomalous veluwes here are slightly lower than the
first area deseribed.

It is concluded that the geochemicsl survey has not provided
results which would justify proceeding with direct exploration technie-
ques mch as trenching or drilling.
