The Pay l - i 6 rroup i s located about 6 miles oast of Fortin 
Luke and i s accessible by Beaver a i r c r a f t (Pay i*aki an I Barry 
Lake being suitable f o r landings on f l o a t s or akin) or by tote 
t r a i l . The Atlas tote t r a i l leaves the wataon i^ke-Ross rtiver 
road northwsst of Fi n l i y s o a Lake and a f t e r a distance of about 
32 a l i o s passes just 'vest of the c i a i n croup and cast of r~y 
Uko, Tho roid raiy bo travelled by bombardier i n the summer 
or by 4-vheol drivo truck i n the winter.
