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A combined magnetic and electromegpetic gsophysisal
survey was carried out by Exploration Geophysies (Yukon)
Limited for Anvil Mining Corporatiom Ltd. on YETI mipsral
claime 7«10, 12, 1k, 22, 24, 26, &7 during the period July
30th to August 7th, 1966.

Access to the property by all psople imvolved with the

The object of the ground survey was to locate the

source of a distinctive gossan in the YETI Creesk walley.

All geophysical data is presenied in the form of profiles,
using a distance scale of 1 inch to 400 fest. Vertical scales
are 1 inch to 40 degrees and 1 inch to 400 gasmas for

electromagnetics and wagnetic respectively.

The only available published data of the ANVIL Kange
area is a preliminary & mile to the inch map of the regional
geolagy of the TAY RIVER map sheet done by Or. J.4., Roddick
and Dre.

Magnetometer Survey

CONCLUSIORS and HECOMMBENDATIONS

The geophysical survey in all probability has delineated
the source of the distinctive trensported gossan that lies im
YETI Creek.

Geocheuical resultis related to thiz property are very
wrratic, thus do not give any indication that the sulphides,
which probably occur within the coniductive gone, carry any
wetals of economic aignificance.

In that the underlying geology of the YETI e¢laime is
very sinilar to that of the IVAE property a few miles to the
northwest and coupled with the poor gecchsmiatry, exploration
on this property should be relegated to & position of low

priority.
