FREFACE:

I0CATJON:

This report iz to be classified as a geologlecal investigation
as per Section 54-2B of the Yukon Quarts Mining Aet.

A party of five men acecomplished this work tetween May 3lst
and June uth’ 195"

The southern boundary of the TED Nos. 2 and 4 Mineral Claims
was cruised from a camp situated on the Felly River near Blind Creek,
the remainder of the group from a eamp located on the top of Sheep
Mountain, whieh, in turn, wvas established from the base eamp on
Jacknife Lake. This nomd.tam the ocutting of a packhorse trail
up the north slope of the mountain through dense, tall willow and
Aretiec bireh.

Supplies wers flown from Whitehorse to Jacknife lLake, thence
by packhorse to the eamp.

As a basis of this exsmimation, the claims were surveyed bty
compass end chain.

Due to the extremely deep slopes of the terrain covered by
the claims, the work was fourd quite arduous.

Iocated in the Pelly River Distriect in Yukon Territory.

The property is situated at 133° 10' W. Longltude and 62°
14' N. lLatitude, or approximately one mile south of Jacknife lake.

The elaims may be resched by plane from Whitehorse to Jacknife
Ieke, 120 flying miles, or by road, at present under econstruction,
from Ross River to Blind Creek along the Pelly River, a distance of
35 miles.

The elaime were recorded on Hovember 27th, 1953, and were
registered in Whitehorse, I.T, in the name of Alator Corperstion
Iiwmited, Toronto, Ontario. They have since been transferred to
George Seott, in trust, for the above Company. The group is bounded
on the north by the STAR and FELLY groups, on the east by the PELLY
group, and on the west by the HOY group of Mineral elaims.

TOPOGRAFHY s Sheep Mountain, so called loeally, rises abruptly from Blind

GEOLOGY s

Creek on the southeast at elevation 2500 feet to an elevation of
4500 feet,

Deep ravines traverse the property to the south and southeast,
thereby causing considerable relief and a rugged terrain. The de-
pressions are invariably bottomed with talus and enough sgoil to
support small to medium spruce.

The southern half of the group is practicelly devoid of
vegetation and is preeipitous. The northern half, where overburdened,
supports small to medium spruce with occasional patehes of white
alder.

The area covered by this group is underlain chiefly by
greenstone and cherts, probably Paleoszoie, G.S.C. Memoir No. 200,
The apparent trend of the formation is to the northwest, with dips
to the northeast.

The rocks, generally, are so intermixed that mo attempt was
made to define boundaries.

On the TED No. 8 Mineral Claim, a small, 15-ft. dyke, granitiec
in type, was noted. The strike is almost due north, with dip to the
east. The walls were frosen, showing little or no alteration.
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Some minor east-west shearing was observed. This alsoc
showed no alteration.

ROCY TYPES: The greenstone is dense, fine grained green to grey
roek and in the field difficult to elassify.

It is probably argillite, although in places locks
andesitie,

The cherts vary congiderably from a cherty quartzite
to extremely fine grained, flinty red chert or jasper.

0N+ No mineralization was noted while prospecting these claims.

s Since no mineralisation was observed and no outstanding
geological features were noted, it is the writer's opinion that
further work on the group is not warranted.

However, 1f further work ie considered, it should be con-
fined to megnetometer survey where overburdened and to cruising
with a geiger counter.
