¥We sulmit hereunder our report with acsompanying map, covering
a complete geclogical reconmaissance condusted for Felly River Mines IAd.,
ovners of a group of fifty-one mineral claims situated on Rose Creek,
Pelly River Ares, Y.T, :

A party of six men consisting of a qualified mining engineer, two
senior geclogical students, two prospectors and an Indian paoker ard horse
vrangler, was maintained in a eamp on Rose Cresk for a period of forty-six
days. Claim loeation limes were surveyed, using a triangulstion system
with transit and stadia. All roek outerops vere examined in hopes of
locating mineral in place worthy of further investigation.

The extensive aress of moss-covered, lovw countyy separating the
fow rock cuterops made any correlation of structural features an impossibdlity.
Minor evidence was studied, which suggested that the Rose Creek valley was
& fault trench.

Geoshemical, in conjunction with geophysical methods of prospecting,
bhas been recommended for further investigation of the propexrty.

Our affidavits in spplication for Certificates of Work tc be
graunted under Seetion 54(2B) of the Yukon Quarts Mining Ast, together with
Orouping Notices, were filed in your office on September 22nd, 1954. The
expense statenent substantiating the smounts shown on the affidavits has
been included as s section of this report.

This report is to be classified as a geologleal investigstion,
as per Section 34~ of the Yukon Quarts Mining Aet.

A party of five men ascomplished the work tetween August 3rd
and September 17th, 1954.

The erew and equipment were flown from Blind Creek on the
Felly River to Disckson lake, vhere a tempormry cemp and supply base
vas establighed. From this point a peskhorse trail was seouted and
blased t0 a campsite on the RON No, 2 mineral eclaim, a distance of
approximately six and one~half miles.

Supplies were flown from Whitehorse, landed at Dieckson anmd
transferred by packhorse to the camp,

Az s basis for the geoclogieal work, the claims vere surveyed
using transit, trisangulation and stedia, also in part by compass and
chain, moreover all leestion posts were duly tagged.

The geclogy was mapped by cross~cruising to loesate ocuterops
and by peecing %0 claim boundaries.

With the exseption of a few days in the early part of iugust,
good weather prevailed, greatly faeilitating the work.

The property 1s situsted at 13%° 19 West longitude, and 62°
18" North latitude. location is approximately eight miles due west
of Mount Mye; elevation 6763 feet on the Tay River, Sheet 105K N.T.8.

The claims lie astride the upper reaches of the Rose Creek
vallay. Rose Creek joins Anvil Creek to form a northern confluence
of the Pelly River.

They may be reached approximately 120 flying miles from White-
horse to Dickson lake or by rosd, under oonstruction, from Ross River
via Frospectors Alrways camp on Vangorda Creek, a distance of thirty-
five miles.

The slaims were recorded by Prospecters Alrwsys lLimited at
Whitehorse, Y.T., September 18th, 1953 and subsequently scld and
transferred to Felly lliver Mines Limited, Toronto, Outario.

These claims sre well staked and are bounded on the south-
east by the RON and AHDY Groups (Frospectors Alrways); on the scuth-
west by the CUB group (Karl Springer), CESSNA and MAJOR Groups ( G.
Dickson); and on the northwest by the ROSE and RUST groups.

The loeation lines run approximately N. 44° W. and are on
each side paralleling Rose Creek.

JOPOCRAPHY : The claims lie botween 3500 feet and 4500 feet in elewation

and are almost entirely covered by reeent alluvium, supporting six-
foot Arctic birch and willow (locally buek hrush) and small to medium

spruce.

Rose Cresk lies in a "U" shaped valley roughly paralleling
the Felly River and drops about 500 feet in four miles. The mountains
to the nmorth rise gently and those to the south rise rapidly from the

sreek valley.

The greatest relief is afforded by Canyon and South Creeks,
transversing the trend of the formation.

Fraetically the whole ares covered by the claims is underlain
by roeks of the Yulon Series, consisting chielfy of schists with minor
amounts of interbedded limestone and quartsite.

The general trend of the formation is to the northwest «-
almost horisemtal =~ with a southwesterly dip varying from 15° to 30°,
To the north of the area at an elevation of 5000 feet grancdiorite is
exposed, gently sloping to the southwest, and is psrt of the massive
batholith in the area.
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It 1s assumed from the physiography of the area that Rose
Creek flows northuesterly in s fanlt trench. The impression is
gained by the sttitudes of the rocks along Canyon Creek and also
by the men~conformity of the roeks where exposed on the north and
south banks of Rose Creek itmslf.

MIOERALIZATION: No evidence of minerslisation was located during the course
of the surveying and prospecting work.

The schists vary greatly in texture and appesrance from
fine chloritic and sericitic sehistz to coarse, banded micaseous

and graphitis types, also those having gneissic appesrence.
(2) LDESTONR:

The limestone, where noted, is altered and of the recrystalline
varisty.

(3) QUARZZITEB:

The quartszites are generally fine grained, varying from sub-
white to slightly btrownish in eolour. They are ipterbedded and show
1little or no gresat alteration along the contasts.

(4) GRANODIORITE:

The gramodiorite is medium grained, grey in colour and oom-
posed of quarts feldspar, mica und hornblende.

The small dykes appesring on the VIN Fo. 3 and MILL No. 7
nineral claims are fine grained, grey to greenish in colour and
tentatively classified as andesitic.

Although not seperately mapped and believed tc belong to the
same seriss as the schiste on the ANDY Fo. & mineral claim, there
ocecurs an outerop of fine grained granitie rocks the crystals therein
are elongated and the contaets with the schists show little alter-
ation.

A most vivid pioture of the bedding of the area is shown in
Canyon Creek, a samall stresm crosseutting the formstion through the
VIN Fos. 3 and 4 uineral claims. Here a series of rocks is exposed
showing the granodiorite overlain by micacecus and graphitic schists
interbedded vith quartsite and cut by marrow andesite dykes.
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CONCIUSION: Sinoe the greater part of the four-square mils ares is
coversd by overburden and from the laeck of mineralisation moted,
any further work contemplated on these elaima should emkrace
goophysical and geochemical methods.
