The NICK claims, consisting of 30 contiguous mineral claims located - :  ':5
about 1 mile south of White River and about 8 miles west of its ‘
junction with Yukon River, were examined September 22, 1970.

The claims are underlain by banded quartz-biotite-plagioclase schist

 and granitic gneiss of the (?) Proterozoic Yukon group and by a medium-

grained'bornblende (tbiotite) - granodiorite intrusion, probably of
Cretaceous age. The intrusive rock is only locally altered, and shows
no evidence of mineralizer activity. The rock is locally sub-porphyritic

in texture, but not conspicuously so.

Reconnaissance soil and stream-silt samples, collected from various
localities within and near the claim area showed only trace amounts
of molybdenum, but yielded several sub-anomalous (between 1 and 2 times

background ) copper values.

In congideration of the local geology, as well as the difficulty of

access of the claims, the property is not recommended for option.

The NICK claims lie near the southwest corner of Geological Shrvay
of Canada Map 711A (Ogilvie - Bostock, 1942) which shows a small 'granite
porphyry' (unit 5, op. cit.) enclosed by 'gneiss, quartzite, schist etc.'

Howéver, the results
are of marginal significance only, and coupled with the local geology (in
particular, the character of the intrusive rock ) and- the relative remoteness
of the claims, the prospects here do not seem encouraging.‘
