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Underground advance, after the Christmas holiday, was resumed 
on January 20. During the period to January 31st, drift advance 
development of 142.5 feet was made on the 800 foot level of the 
K-18B Zone structure.

A new drift was started in the west wall near station 11 where 

sampling has shown ore grade. In this new drift from 18 feet to - 100 feet the assay value is 14.4 oz. Silver over an average width 
of 4.8 feet, a total of 82 feet. As subsequent values were lower 
a decision was made to stop further development here. A program 
of longhole test hole drilling was carried out to test for parallel 
structures within 50 feet east or west of the main drift. Results 
to date are negative.

The character of the vein can be divided into three sections: 

a) 0 - 30 feet 
The vein was a 2 foot wide band of brecciated argillaceous lime- 

stone containing siderite and minor amounts of pyrite. No galena was 
abserved in the vein. 

b) 30 - 90 feet 
The vein zone was a hangingwall and footwall structure separated 

by up to 6 feet of contorted, often crushed and brecciated argillaceous 
limestone. The Hangingwall structure was a 2 foot wide siderite vein 
containing abundant pyrite and up to 0.5 feet lenses of steel galena. 

The Footwall structure which first appeared at 60 feet had the 
same characteristics as the Hanging wall structure except the lenses 
of galena was up to 1.5 feet wide. Toward the end of the section the 
structure was weakening and at the end was a 0.5 foot bank of siderite 
with abundant pyrite and minor amounts of galena.

c) 90 - 110 feet 
The strong Hanging wall structure was cut off by a 2 foot wide 

.- . siderite vein containing minor amounts of pyrite. This cross- 
structure was also intersected in the 8-18B South Hanging wall drift 
where it was a contorted and brecciated agrillaceous limestone. 

The cross-structure swung in to join the Foot wall structure 
where it gradually changed to a 2 foot band of pyritic brecciated 
argillaceous limestone with siderite and traces of galena. Silver 
values are expected to be low. 

d) Conclusions 

It is concluded that: 

1) The vein on the 8-18B South F.W. Drift is the same vein that 
was drifted on the 7-18B South Drift. 

2) The pattern of a cross structure cutting off the Hanging wall 
vein and swinging to join the Footwall vein was seen on the 
7-18 B. South Drift near station U4. In 7-18B South Drift the 
oreshoot terminated on this cross structure. 

Diamond Drilling 7-18B South Drift 

The drill hole has been stopped at 625 feet. Nothing of impor- 
tance was intersected. Fine clusters of pyrite for 8 inches at 404 
feet returned low values.
