An a d d i t i o n a l  claim block, t h e  ABBA claims were s taked l a t e  i n  

t h e  1978 f i e l d  season on t h e  b a s i s  of reconnaissance explora t ion  

r e s u l t s .  (Deta i l s  s e e  Appendix H-I). 

TETA CLAIM GROUP 

1, Descr ip t ion  of property 

The TETA claim group comprises 23 claims s i t u a t e d  i n  the  Dawson 

Mining D i s t r i c t ,  NTS 116-B-7, 35 m i l e s  no r theas t  of  Dawson Ci ty  

a t  l a t i t u d e  64O24' and longi tude  138~43 '  (Figures 1 and 2 - 
Appendix F-I) . 

2. Work Done 

A one-week trenching programme was conducted wi th  t h e  o b j e c t i v e  

of  exposing uranium minera l i za t ion  i n  outc?o@ be'neath a previous ly  

o u t l i n e d  zone of r ad ioac t ive  sc ree .  

3. Resu l t s  of Work Done 

Four t renches  and t h r e e  p i t s  were excavated by b l a s t i n g  and 

hand-trenching. Trench four i n t e r s e c t e d  s i g n i f i c a n t  uranium 

minera l i za t ion  i n  a N-S t rending,  s t e e p l y  dipping zone of  f r a c t u r e d  

pseudoleuci te  t i n g u a i t e .  Chip sampling i n d i c a t e s  a grade b e t t e r  

than 2.2 l b s  u308/ton ac ross  11.5' wi th  an a d d i t i o n a l  3.0' of  

ma te r i a l  grading 0.6 l b s  U 0 / ton.  A bulk sample represent ing  
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9.0' contained 5.14 I b s  U308/ton. 



Because t h e  m i n e r a l i z a t i o n  is r e l a t e d  t o  f r a c t u r e  and s h e a r  

s u r f a c e s  which a r e  d i f f i c u l t  t o  c h i p  sample, t h e  bulk  sample 

a s say  is cons idered  t o  be  more r e p r e s e n t a t i v e  o f  t h e  o v e r a l l  

g rade  of t h e  zone. 

4. Work Planned f o r  1979 

De ta i l ed  g e o l o g i c a l  mapping surveys  are planned. Fu r the r  

t r ench ing  work might be  conducted.

No work w a s  conducted on t h e  BETA 1 - 26 minera l  c la ims .  Twelve 

a d d i t i o n a l  cont iguous c la ims  (BETA 27-38) were s t aked  t o  cover  

t h e  sou rce  of  anomalous uranium i n  s t ream sediments  r e p o r t e d  

by the GSC. No work was conducted i n  1978 on t h e  new c la ims ,

J U G  CLAIMS 

1. Descript ion of  Property 

The JUG group c o n s i s t s  of 48 claims s i t u a t e d  i n  t h e  Whitehorse 

Mining D i s t r i c t ,  NTS 105-C-14, t h r e e  mi les  west of Quiet  Lake 

on the Tes l in  map s h e e t  (Figures 3 & 4 - Appendix F-I). 

2. Work Done 

Grid s c i n t i l l o m e t e r ,  geologica l  mapping, rock sampling and 

prospecting surveys were conducted over a one-week period.  

3. Resul ts  of Work Done 

Uranium minera l i za t ion  is l o c a l i z e d  i n  l e u c o c r a t i c  phases of  

t h e  Big Salmon g r a n i t i c  complex. Radioactive zones a r e  small  and 

discontinuous.  Grades a r e  low, genera l ly  less than l b  U 0 / ton. 3 8 

4. Work Planned f o r  1979 

No work i s  planned. The claims w i l l  be  allowed t o  lapse .  

ABBA CLAIMS 

1. Descr ip t ion  of Property 

The ABBA'group of 270 claims i s  s i t u a t e d  i n  the.Watson Lake Mining 

D i s t r i c t ,  NTS 105-C-8 and 9,  32 miles NE of  Tes l in  i n  t h e  

Englishman's Range (Figures 5 & 6 - Appendix F-I). 

2. .Work Done 

The claims were s taked on the  b a s i s  of uranium geochemical anomalies 

(stream sediments, stream waters  and s o i l s )  obtained during t h e  

course of reconnaissance surveys conducted i n  1978, 



3. Results of Work Done 

Uranium in soils to 2100 ppm, uranium in stream sediments to 

200 ppm, and uranium in water to 4.2 ppb were obtained. No 

primary uranium mineralization was observed. 

4. Work Planned for 1979 

The claim group will be evaluated by conducting grid scintillometer 

surveys and geological mapping surveys.
