
RECONNAISSANCE YUKON 

During 1977, Urangesellschaft held two claim blocks in the 

Yukon Territory, namely the Teta claims and the Beta claims. 

Reconnaissance work was done in various areas of the Yukon 

which resulted in the acquisition of claims in the Quiet Lake 

area at the ende of the year.

TETA CLAIM GROUP, Yukon Terr i tory - N.T.S. 116-B-7 

Description of Property 

The Teta group of 23 claims i s  s i tua ted  35 miles northeast  of 

Dawson City i n  the  Yukon Terr i tory,  a t  l a t i t u d e  64O24' and 

longitude 138O43' ( r e f e r  t o  Figures 1 and 2) . 

Work Done i n  1977 

Semi-detailed and de ta i led  g r id  sc in t i l lometer  surveys were 

conducted over the  claim group. The property was geologically 

mapped. Magnetic and V.L.F. electromagnetic surveys were 

conducted over an anomalously radioactive zone. Overburden and 

outcrop saxples were col lected f o r  geochemical analysis.  Some 

spectrometer work was conducted. 

Results  of Work Done 

Within a zone of scree  measuring, approximately 800' x 300r, 

60 boulders were located with rad ioac t iv i ty  exceeding twice 

background. Eight samples from t h i s  scree  zone were found t o  

contain from 4.0 t o  120.0 l b s  of u/ton. Uranium to thorium r a t i o s  

averaged 30 to  1. Above the  scree  zone a t  the  height  of land, 

one radioactive outcrop measuring 30' x 40' was located from 

which a s e l e c t  sample of highest  gamma emission was col lected 

which contained 1.26 l b s  U/ton. 

The anomalous rad ioac t iv i ty  is  associated with a grey, prophyri t ic  

aphanite forming a marginal phase of the Tombstone syeni te  stock. 

Approximately 30 radioact ive  boulders of t h i s  l i thology were a l s o  



found sca t te red  across g l a c i a l  moraine which covers an 

extensive portion of the  claim group. 

4. Work Planned f o r  1978

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BETA CLAIM GROUP, Yukon T e r r i t o r y  - N.T.S. 116-B-7 

1. ~ e s c r i p t i o n  o f  Proper ty  

The B e t a  group o f  26 c la ims  i s  s i t u a t e d  about  35 m i l e s  

n o r t h e a s t  of Dawson C i t y  i n  t h e  Yukon T e r r i t o r y ,  a t  l a t i t u d e  

64O25' and long i tude  138~31 '  ( r e f e r  t o  F igures  3 and 4 ) .  

2. Work Done i n  1977 

The p rope r ty  was geo log ica l ly  ma2ped. Grid s c i n t i l l o m e t e r  

surveys  were conducted. De ta i l ed  mapping and r ad iomet r i c  

surveys were conducted over  a c c e s s i b l e  p o r t i o n s  of  a 

r a d i o a c t i v e  dyke. 

3 .  Resu l t s  o f  Work Done 

Radioac t ive  m i n e r a l i z a t i o n  i s  as soc ia t ed  wi th  a l k a l i  g r a n i t e  

dykes w i t h i n  t h e  s y e n i t e  h o s t .  Thorium ana lyses  of  1.7 and 

2.0 lb s / ton  were obta ined  from one dyke. Uranium ana lyses  w e r e  

l e s s  than  0.30 lbs / ton .  The dykes . a re  seldom g r e a t e r  t han  10  f e e t  

wide and have been t r aced  over d i s t a n c e s  o f  750 f e e t .  

4. Work Planned f o r  1978 

No work is  planned f o r  1978. 
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JUG CLAIM GROUP, Yukon T e r r i t o r y  - N.T.S. 105 C-14 

1.. Descr ip t ion  of  Proper ty  

The Jug group of 46 c la ims i s  s i t u a t e d  70 mi les  e a s t  of  

Whitehorse i n  t h e  Yukon T e r r i t o r y ,  a t  l a t i t u d e  6 0 ~ 5 7 '  and 

long i tude  133O08' ( r e f e r  t o  Figures  5 and 6 ) .  

2. Work Done i n  1977 

Reconnaissance work was conducted on September 2 ,  1977. Ten 

samples of r ad ioac t ive  g r a n i t o i d  rock were c o l l e c t e d  and 

forwarded t o  Bondar-Clegg i n  Ottawa f o r  geochemical a n a l y s i s .  

3.  Resu l t s  of Work Done 

The g r a n i t o i d  rock samples were found t o  con ta in  between 0.12 

and 29.2 lbs U/ton (average 4.6 l b s  U/ton). The average U:Th 

r a t i o  was 20:l. 

4, Work Planned f o r  1978 

Grid s c i n t i l l o m e t e r  surveys,  spectrometer  surveys and rock 

sampling a r e  planned f o r  1978. 
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
