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INTRODUCTION 

The Pyroxene Mountain claims of Doron Exploration Inc. were examined by 

the  writer  on August 25, 1986. Rain a n d  drifting fog in t h e  a r e a  res t r ic ted 

the  inspection t o  a general  overview of t h e  geology underlying t h e  c la im 

area. 

LOCATION AND ACCESS 

The BTT 01-032 mineral claims cover t h e  bulk of t h e  upper slopes of 

Pyroxene Mountain and  a r e  c e n t r e d  on co-ordinates 630 02' North Lat i tude 

and 1380 15' West Longitude. 

Best access  t o  t h e  property is via helicopter from Dawson City,  located 

some 70  miles t o  t h e  north. A gravel airstr ip is located at t h e  junction of 

Scroggie and Valhalla Creeks, approximately 12 miles t o  t h e  northwest. 

The Scroggie a i rs t r ip  is suitable for most light twin engine a i rc ra f t  t o  t h e  

size of a twin o t t e r .  Access f rom t h e  airstr ip t o  Pyroxene Mtn. is via 

dozer t ra i l  up e i ther  Mariposa Creek or  Alberta. Both these  t r a i l s  a r e  

suitable f a r  4-wheel Honda type  A.T.V.'s. 

Road access  t o  t h e  a rea  is a t o t a l  distance of 100 miles of winter road 

along t h e  old Dawson Trail from t h e  Klondike Highway at PelIy Crossing t o  

t h e  Scroggie airstrip. The road is primarily used t o  haul supplies t o  t h e  

Stewart  Xiver placer operations during early spring; i t  is n o t  suitable for 

summer travel. 

Dawson Ci ty  is serviced by daily scheduled fl ights f rom Whitehorse, Yukon. 

Whitehorse has  daily scheduled 737 jet fl ights from Vancouver, B.C. and  

Edmonton, Alberta. 

TOPOGRAPHY AND PHY SIOCRAPHY 

Topography of t h e  claim a r e a  varies from 2,450 f e e t  elevation t o  4,551 

feet a t  t h e  t o p  o f  t h e  Pyroxene Mountain. The lower elevations a r e  

covered with willow, scrub spruce and balsam. The higher elevations a r e  

typically alpine and  covered with alpine grasses a n d  some shor t  a r c t i c  

birch. 



CLAIM STATUS 

The property consists  of 32 c la ims s taked under t h e  Yukon Quar tz  Mining 

Act. Details  a r e  a s  follows:

Doron Exploration Inc. is t h e  regir tered owner of t h e  c la im group. 

The Pyroxene Mountain - Scroggie c reek  a r e a  was fir5t  examined by 

prospectors in t h e  region in t h e  early 1890%. During t h e  l a t e  summer of 

1898 a number of t h e  c reeks  twenty-five miles up t h e  S tewar t  River w e r e  

s tampeded and  staked. Mining of t h e  placer gravels  in a l l  t h e  creeks  

flowing northerly from Pyroxene Mtn. were ac t ive  until 1915-16. The  a r e a  

was f i rs t  examined by D.O. Cairns  of t h e  Geological Survey in 1917 and 

reported in Memoir 97. Detailed work was completed in t h e  a r e a  by 

H.S. Bostock in 1935 through 1937, and deta i led  in Map 71 1 A, Ogilvie, 

Yukon Terr i tory  by i h e  Depar tment  of Mines and  Resources, Mines and  

Geology Branch, H.S. Bostock, 1942. In G.S.C. Memoir 218, Mining 

Industry of Yukon, 1937, H.S. Bostock reported t h a t  "a miner working on a 

bench of Scroggie Creek  below. t h e  mouth of Walhalla Creek  has been 

recovering a considerable percentage of platinum with  his gold". Follow-up 

showed t h a t  a l l  of t h e  c reeks  in t h e  a r e a  producing gold and  head watering 

in Pyroxene Mountain contained appreciable amounts  of platinum. 





GEOLOGY 

The geology of t h e  S tewar t  River - Pyroxene Mountain region has been well  

documented by Geological Survey of Canada geologist H.S. Bostock on Map 

771A - Ogilvie Map Sheet  and  by D.O. Cairn5 in Memoir 97 - D.O. Cairns,  

Geological Survey, 1917. The  geological formations in t h e  a r e a  a r e  mainly 

old schistose rocks t h a t  a r e  associa ted with gneissoid rocks and crystall ine 

limestone. At  Pyroxene Mountain, immediately nor th  o f  Mariposa Creek 

a n  ultra-mafic intrusion o f  gabbro, pyroxenite, peridoti te and serpentine 

occurs, t h a t  is younger than  t h e  schistose and  re la ted rocks of t h e  Yukon 

Group, but Precambrian and l a t e r  in age. These rocks a r e  thought t o  be 

t h e  source of t h e  platinum minerals recovered with placer gold in t h e  

creeks  with thei r  sources in Pyroxene Mountain.

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DISCUSSIONS AND RESULTS 

T h e  Klondike Gold Di s t r i c t  cove r s  a n  a r e a  of  approximate ly  1,400 square  

miles. In a n  area this  la rge ,  i t  i s  in te res t ing  to n o t e  t h a t  t h e  only gold 

c r e e k s  t h a t  c o n t a i n  apprec i ab le  a m o u n t s  of  t h e  p la t inum group of mine ra l s  

drain f r o m  Pyroxene  Mountain. Examinat ion  of  t h e  regional  geology 

reveals  t h a t  Pyroxene  Mountain cons is t s  of a n  u l t ra -maf ic  intrusion of 

gabbro, pyroxenite ,  pe r ido t i t e  a n d  serpent ine  rocks,  a l l  of which a r e  

favourable h o s t s  fo r  t h e  plat inum minerals. T h e s e  f a c t s  al low for  t h e  

s imple deduc t ion  t h a t  th is  u l t ra -maf ic  in t rus ive  is wor thy  of examining  

closely fo r  a plat inum t a rge t .  

However,  access t o  t h e  a r e a  is no t  ea sy  and  as a resul t ,  t h e  c o s t  of  

support ing a n  explora t ion  p rog ram in  t h e  a r e a  will b e  high. In  addit ion,  r o c k  

exposures  a r e  ve ry  l imi t ed  and  d o  no t  a l low fo r  a s imple  prospect ing  

program. A n  explora t ion  program o n  t h e  c l a im g roup  will h a v e  t o  rely 

heavily on  rock  geochemis t ry ,  s t r e a m  sediment  a n d  soil geochemistry.  



RECOMMENDATIONS 

A very prel iminary explora t ion  program cons is t ing  of  bas ic  prospect ing 

with col lect ion of rock,  s t r e a m  s e d i m e n t s  a n d  soi ls  for  geochemical  

analysis is r ecommended  for  1987. All samples  should b e  co l l ec t ed  a long o r  

near  dra inage  s y s t e m s  through t h e  c l a im group. C o s t  e s t i m a t e s  f o r  t h e  

program a r e  de t a i l ed  as follows:
