INTRODUCTION - 
On J u l y  1 3 ,  l9-?9, a  crew of  3 ,  (Appendix I), set  o u t  t o  produce  

a  p r e l i m i n a r y  g e o l o g i c  map o f  t h e  W#l m i n e r a l  c l a i m  owned by Canada 
Tungsten Mining C o r p o r a t i o n  L td .  Approximately t h e  e q u i v a l e n t  t i m e  
o f  1i normal working days w e r e  s p e n t  i n  wa lk ing  i n t o  t h e  c l a i m  a r e a  

. and pe r fo rming  t h e  su rvey .  

2. PROPERTY LOCATION AND ACCESS 

The p r o p e r t y  i s  i n  p a r t  a c c e s s i b l e  (see F i g .  1, Claim Loca t ion  
Map) by two r o a d s  s o u t h  of  t h e  community o f  Keno C i t y .  The f i r s t  
r o a d  i s  a 2-wheel d r i v e  road! sou thwes t  of  Keno C i t y .  Approximately 
3 km. a l o n g  t h i s  r o a d  i s  a t u r n o f f  t o  a  2  km. l o n g  4-wheel d r i v e  
road  a l o n g  Duncan Creek.  From t h e  end o f  t h i s  r o a d ,  a c c e s s  i s  by 
h i k i n g  approx imate ly  3 h o u r s  a l o n g  a  rough "Cat"  t r a i l  up t h e  
n o r t h  s i d e  o f  t h e  c r e e k .  

3. G R I D  SYSTEM 

Loca t ion  c o n t r o l  f o r  g e o l o g i c  mapping was t i e d  i n t o  P o s t  #l 
of  t h e  W # l  c l a i m .  A n o r t h - s o u t h  b a s c l i n e  p i c k e t e d  e v e r y  100 meters 
i n c l u d e d  t h i s  p o s t  a t  i t s  c e n t e r  ( s e e  F i g .  2 ) a n d  c r o s s - l i n e s  w e r e  
c h a i n e d  e a s t  o f  t h e  b a s e l i n e .  

Mapping was c a r r i e d  o u t  by a  g e o l o g i s t  and a  g e o l o g i c  
a s s i s t a n t  f l ank , ing  a  compass and c h a i n  pe r son  i n  t h e  c e n t e r .  The 
mappers k e p t  approx imate ly  25 meters on e i t h e r  s i d e  o f  t h e  l i n e ,  
t h u s  producing a  f l o a t  and o u t c r o p  map covered  by mapped l i n e s  
spaced approx imate ly  50 m e t e r s  a p a r t .

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4 .  GEOLOGY 

F i g u r e  2  i s  a  f l o a t  and o u t c r o p  map of  t h e  W # l  c l a i m .  
North o f  t h e  c r e e k  t h e r e  w e r e  no o u t c r o p s  s e e n ,  b u t  l o c a l l y  
abundant  a n g u l a r  f l o a t  c o n s i s t s  o f  medium and d a r k  g r a y  mass ive  
and p h y l l i t i c  q u a r t z i t e .  White b u l l  q u a r t z  is  f r e q u e n t l y  p r e s e n t  
b u t  no  o r e  s u l p h i d e s  w e r e  v i s i b l e  even i n  f r e s h  b l o c k s  o f  
q u a r t z i t e .  

Sou th  of t h e  c r e e k  numerous o u t c r o p s  w e r e  examined. 
Most o u t c r o p s  c o n s i s t  o f  s c h i s t  w i t h  lesser amounts o f  p h y l l i t e  
and l i o l o m i t e  b r e c c i a .  The s c h i s t  c o n s i s t s  o f  2 v a r i e t i e s :  I. 
l i ~ _ l ~ ~ ~  qray  q u a r t z - s e r i c i t i c  s c h i s t  and 2. d a r k  g r a y  t o  b l a c k  
c.1-dphitic s c h i s t .  Both v a r i e t i e s  o f  s c h i s t  c o n t a i n  s m a l l  3 t o  1 5  

- long  l e n s e s  of  q u a r t z  which may c o n t a i n  minor t o  abundant  
-.t!.lunite and lesser amounts o f  wad, p y r i t e ,  s i d e r i t e ,  and ca1ci t .e .  

The p h y l l i t e  i s  e i t h e r  q u a r t z - s e r i c i t i c  o r  g r a p h i t i c .  
Outcrops  of  p h y l l i t e  were examined n e a r  l i n e  25N a t  15m. w e s t  and 
on l i n e  75s.  a t  300 t o  380 m. w e s t .  

A t h i r d ,  more unusua l  rock  t y p e  examined i n  t h i s  s c h i s t  and 
p h y l l i t e  t e r r a i n  was a d o l o m i t i c  b r e c c i a  found on l i n e s  125 
and 175 Sou th .  T h i s  b r e c c i a  c o n s i s t s  o f  l i g h t  g r ay  2 t o  LO 
mnl. a n g u l a r  f r agments  o f  d o l o m i t e  i n  a n  a p h a n i t i c  b l a c k  
d o l o m i t i c  m a t r i x .  

S t r u c t u r a l l y ,  no major  f a u l t s  w e r e  examined on t h e  c l a i m ,  
b u t  one c a n  h y p o t h e s i z e  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  a  s t r u c t u r a l  o r  
s t r a t i g r a p h i c  b r e a k  down Duncan Creek which d i v i d e s  s c h i s t  and 
p h y l l i t e  t o  t h e  s o u t h  from q u a r t z i t e  t o  t h e  n o r t h .  

5. SHOWINGS 

There w e r e  n o t  any t r e n c h e s  o r  p i t s  found on t h e  c l a i m ,  
b u t  t h e  showing f o r  which t h i s  c l a i m  was s t a k e d  was examined 
on t h e  s o u t h  s i d e  o f  Duncan Creek approx imate ly  20 t o  25 meters 
NFJ o f  c l a i m  p o s t  #l. The showing c o n s i s t s  o f  a  series of  2 t o  6cm. 
t h i c k  l e n s e s  of  q u a r t z  i n  p h y l l i t e .  These l e n s e s  ex tend  o v e r  a  
d i s t a n c e  o f  approx imate ly  5 meters and a t t a i n  a  maximum t o t a l  
t h i c k n e s s  o f  4 0  cm. n e a r  t h e  c e n t e r  o f  t h e  h o r i z o n .  The l e n s e s  
a r e  whol ly  conformable  w i t h  t h e  f o l i a t i o n  i n  t h e  p h y l l i t e .  Sample 
8946  was c o l l e c t e d  from t h e  q u a r t z  l e n s e s  i n  t h i s  h o r i z o n ;  it w i l l  
b e  a s sayed  f o r  g ~ l d  and s i l v e r .

6. CONCLUSIONS 

It should be emphasized that the geologic examination of 
this claim completed July 13, 1979 was only of a preliminary 
reconnaissance nature. Careful prospecting of the claim may turn 
up worthwhile showings. If the showing sampled assays high in 
gold and or silver further work may be warranted on this showing. 

Any further work prospecting for gold showings in schist 
should be carried out south of Duncan Creek as only quartzite 
talus was found to the north of the creek.
