General Description of the Claims Areas

This prospect area presently consists of 32 minersal cleims,
Com Nos. 13 - 44 inclusive (YA 35704 - YA 35735 inclusive) located
in NTS 105B/11, immedistely to the north-northeast of Irvine Leke
in the Watson Lake Mining Division, some 110 miles nothwest of
Wetson Lake. The c¢laims are registered in the name of Comaplex
Resources Internstionazl Ltd,

The property is locsted lapping over g sinuous northwest={trending
ridge, which is dissected by smell streams flowing southerly into
Irvine Leke, and northerly into the Gravel Creek drsinage system.
The majority of the claims area is above the treeline. Tho ridge is
moderately rounded with reessonsble numbers of outcrop exposures.
the slopes sre not particularly steep with less rock exposure.

Access to the property is by helicopter, or smsll float-equipped
alrcraft to Irvine Lake. Travel by horseback would be possible in
the ares.

Geologz

The prospect ares is underlsin by Lower Cambrisn metasediments
Mesozcic intrusives, pasrt of the massive Cassisr betholith, and
generally of a grenodioritic composition.

Only portions of the metssedimentary sequence was observed on

Com #21 - 26. This included qusrtzites end silicecus schist (see
Plate No., 2)

Description of Mineralized Occurrence

On Com #23 is = trench, blssted in s previous exploraetion program,
striking N30W, 33 feet long, 6 feet wide , and 3 feet deep. Starting
from the southesst end of the trench, the exposed rocks are described
as follows,

0! = 6': Covered, Rubble is siliceous schist, light to medium grey,
speckled, with good lineation, flaggy in part, some carbo-
naceous materisl, Contasct strike H60E

6' - 8,5': Covered. Rubble is highly gossened material, very limoni-

spongy, manganiflerous rock.
