The w r i t e r ,  accompanied by David Allen,  f i e l d  a s s i s t s n t ,  s ~ e n t  
one-half day ( J u l y  8, 1979) , prospect ing  the  Corn Nos. 65, 63, 70, 
& 72 mineral c laims (YA 35756, YA 35754, YA 35761, & YA 357631, 
end examining t h e  mineral ized occurrence on Corn No. 70, i n  the  west 
bsnlr of the  smal l  t r a n s e x t i n g  creek. This  program was p a r t  of a  
program of examination of a  number of prospects  by the  combined 
e f f o r t s  of Ccmaplsx Resources I n t e r e n s t i o n a l  L t d . ,  2nd Dayton 
Creek S i l v e r  Mines L t d .  T ranspor ta t ion  t o  and from the  p roper ty  
was by h e l i c o p t e r .  

Generel I k s c r i p t i o n  of t h e  Claims Area 

The Buc prospect  p r e s e n t l y  c o n s i s t s  of 16 mineral  c laims,  Corn 
Nos. 60 - 75 i n c l u s i v e  (YA 35751 - YA 35766 i n c l u s i v e )  loca ted  i n  
NTS 105 ~ / 7 ,  immediately t o  t h e  sou theas t  of Edgar Lake i n  t h e  Watson 
Lake Mining Divis ion,  some 65 mi les  northwest of Watson Lake. The 
claims a re  r e g i s t e r e d  i n  t h e  name of Comaplex Resources I n t e r n a t i o n a l  
L t d .  

The proper ty  i s  l o c a t e d  on a nor th- fac ing  s lope t r a n s s c t e d  by a  
small  stream dra in ing  t h e  area i n t o  Edgbr Lake. Most of t h e  s l o p e  
has a  r o l l i n g  su r face  of t r e e - l i n e d  depressions a l t e r n a t i n g  w i t h  
rounded, rock-exposed h igher  a reas .  The major topographica l  f e a t u r e  
i s  t h e  canyon inc i sed  by t h e  smell  creek. 

Access t o  t h e  p roper ty  i s  by h e l i c o p t e r  o r  small  f loa t -equipped 
a i r c r a f t  t o  Edgar Lake. Travel  by horseback would be p o s s i b l e  i n  the  
area.  

Geology 

The prospect  m e a  i s  u n d e r l a i n  by g r a n i t e s  and g r a n o d i o r i t e s  of 
t h e  Cess iar  Ea tho l i th .  No o t h e r  rock types  were observed on t h e  claims. 
A t  a number of l o c a l e s ,  pegmat i t ic  phases of t h e  i n t r u s i v e ,  wi th  
l a r g e  f e l d s p a r  c r y s t  a l s  were noted. The i n t r u s i v e  rock was g e n e r a l l y  
observed as medium gra ined ,  l i g h t  t o  medlum grey  wi th  r e d d i s h  t i n g e s  
i n  p a r t ,  blocky, massive, and showing a whi t i sh  a l t e r a t i o n  su r face .  
Loce l  a reas  of shea r ing  and f r a c t u r i n g  mere seen. 

Descriwtion of Mineralized Occurrence 

An area of weathered, h igh ly - f rac tu red  g r a n i t e  occurs on t h e  
Con No. 70 claim i n  t h e  west bank of t h e  creek. Within t h i s  f r a c t u r e d  
area are  quar tz  ve ins  c e r r y i n g  p y r i t e  and galena. The ve ins  r s e  
t h i n  and d iscont inuous ,  wi th  a  genera l  s t r i k e  of S700E and a 4 5 O  
d i p  t o  t h e  n o r t h s a s t .  The zone of ve ins  extends over e i g h t  f e e t  of 
s e c t i o n  i n  the g r a n i t e .  The t h i c k e s t  ve in  observed showe2 a maxinum 
width of s i x  inches.  Considerable  minersl ized rubble  w b s  observed 
beneath the  showing. 



Ccnclusions 

The .mineralized showing i n  the  c reek  bank on Corn N o .  70 would 
appear t o  be of l imi ted  ex ten t ,  w i th  only smal l  p o t e n t i a l  tonnage 
i:eserves. The immediate area w a s  prospected for any extens ions  of 
the zone, wi th  negat ive r e s u l t s .  I n  a d d i t i o n ,  prospect ing  of t h e  
remaining s r e a  of Corn Nos. 63, 65, 70, and 72 f a i l e d  t o  r evea l  
any a d d i t i o n a l  a reas  of minera l iza t ion .
