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CONCLUSIONS 

The geochemical r e s u l t s  from the present survey are  no t  encouraging. 

Values i n  a l l  t h ree  elements tes ted  are low and r e l a t i v e l y  uniform. 

I t  seems most l i k e l y  t h a t  the claims do no t  conta in a  subs tan t i a l  

su lph ide  body t h a t  i s  i n  a  p o s i t i o n  t o  in f luence s o i l  metal values. 

RE COMMENDAT l ONS 

Since the  p rope r t y  l i e s  i n  a  favourable geological  environment near 

the  Clear  Lake massive su lph ide  deposi t  i t  i s  recommended t h a t  the 

claims be re ta ined i n  good s tand ing  pending f u r t h e r  developments i n  

the area. 

I f  f u r t h e r  work i s  requ i red  t o  main ta in  the claims i n  good s tand ing  

t h i s  f u r t h e r  work should cons i s t  o f  d e t a i l e d  prospect ing and geological  

mapping.

The PVA claims and several o the r  c l a i m  groups were staked as p a r t  

o f  the P e l l y  P ro jec t ,  a  j o i n t  venture between Welcome Nor th  Mines 

Ltd.and E and B Exp lora t ions  Inc. The claims were loca ted t o  cover 

areas p o t e n t i a l l y  favourable f o r  the  d iscovery o f  a minera l  depos i t  

s i m i l a r  t o  the  nearby Clear Lake zone. 

During the summer o f  1980, Ketza Enterpr ises  Ltd. o f  Ross River,  Y.T. 

contracted t o  cut  a g r i d  over the proper ty  and t o  c a r r y  o u t  a geochemical 

s o i l  survey. The r e s u l t s  o f  t h i s  survey are presented i n  t h i s  repo r t .  

LOCATION AND ACCESS 

The proper ty  i s  located i n  the  P e l l y  River Val ley i n  the  south-cent ra l  

Yukon a b u t  120 mi les  n o r t h  a t  Whitehorse. The s p e c i f i c  l o c a t i o n  would 

be: La t i t ude  62' 48'N, Longitude 13S0 21'W. 

Access f o r  l i g h t  exp lo ra t i on  purposes i s  by h e l i c o p t e r  from bases a t  

Ross River, o r  Carmacks. Several lakes i n  the area and a gravel  a i r s t r i p  

a t  Clear Lake are s u i t a b l e  f o r  f ixed-wing use i f  required. 

Bush cover i n  the  d i s t r i c t  i s  moderate and genera l l y  does no t  h inder  

t ravers ing .  
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HISTORY AND PREVIOUS WORK 

Fol lcwing the d iscovery by Conwest Exp lora t ions  Ltd.  o f  the Clear 

Lake depos i t  i n  1978, the P e l l y  P ro jec t  was formed and several 

g e o l o g i c a l l y  favourable areas were staked i n  the d i s t r i c t .  

Some 1675 l i ne -k i l ome t res  o f  a i rbo rne  magnetic and e lect romagnet ic  

survey were flown over a p o r t i o n  o f  the d i s t r i c t  i n  A p r i l  o f  1980 

f o r  the P e l l y  Pro jec t .  

GEOLOGY 

The d e t a i l e d  geology o f  the  area i s  poo r l y  understood. I n  general 

the area i s  under la in  by somewhat schis tose rocks o f  the  Askin 

Group and by Anv i l  Range vo lcan ics  and shale. These o l d e r  rocks 

have been c u t  by subs tan t i a l  monzoni t ic  i n t r u s i v e s  o f  presumed 

cretaceous age. 

On the  PVA proper ty  the  o n l y  rocks i nd i ca ted  by the  G.S.C. mapping 

are p a r t  o f  the Askin Group. Ground t raverses i n d i c a t e  tha t  i n  

t h i s  area the  Askin Group i s  composed o f  s l i g h t l y  sch is tose shales 

and f i n e  gra ined t u f f s .  
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GEOCHEHI STRY 

Discussion o f  Method 

The s o i l  samples were taken a t100 metre i n t e r v a l s  a long f lagged 

g r i d  l i n e s  400 metres apar t .  A sho r t  handled grub hoe was used t o  

c o l l e c t  the sample. Whenever poss ib le  the B2 mate r ia l  was ava i l ab le .  

Throughout the d i s t r i c t  the normal s o i l  p r o f i l e  i s  o v e r l a i n  by up 

t o  0.5 metres o f  vo l can i c  ash which must be penetrated t o  c o l l e c t  

the sample. 

The samples were p laced i n  numbered k r a f t  paper envelopes and sent 

t o  Whitehorse Assay Labs, Whitehorse, Y. T. f o r  ana lys is .  

The samples were dr ied ,  screened t o  minus 80 mesh and a weighed 

p o r t i o n  was d igested i n  hot  HN03 and HC104. The r e s u l t i n g  s o l u t i o n  

was then analysed by Atomic Absorbt ion Spectrometer f o r  copper, lead 

and z inc.  Unfor tunate ly ,  du r ing  prepara t ion  o f  the  Whitehorse assay 

o f f i c e  a l l  except 14 samples from t h i s  proper ty  were destroyed by f i r e .  

Discussion o f  Results

The values repor ted f o r  a l l  14 elements'were s u r p r i s i n g l y  low. 

No areas war ran t ing  c lose r  geochemical fol low-up were ou t1  ined.

Method of Control 

The control of sampling was obtained by the use 

of compass and chained lines. To tie the lines 

into the claim block the base lines were run 

along claim lines tieing the claim posts into 

the grid. Cross lines were run at intervals 

of 400 meters at right angles to the base lines 

and sample stations were at intervals of 100 

meters on the cross lines. 

Method of Collection 

At 100 meter intervals on the flagged cross 

lines samples were obtained with the use of 

a mattock from the B horizon which in most 

cases was just below the ash layer that over- 

lays the Detour Lakes area approximately 12 - 
18 inches below the surface. The samples 

obtained were placed in a Kraft envelope and 

the envelope was marked with the claim block 

name and the line and station. 

Method of Analysis 

Samples collected were sent to Whitehorse 

Assay labs, a division of Barringer Magenta 
and run accordingly.
