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INTRODUCTION

The IRENE 1-56 claims were staked by Welcome North Mines in
February, 1976. The property was located over what was considered to be
a favourable geologic environment for Anvil-Vangorda type massive sulphide
deposi ts.

The IRENE claims were subsequently joint ventured to Getty
Mining Pacific Ltd. in March, 1975 as part of the Vangorda 1975 Project.
Under the joint venture agreement, Getty Mining Pacific currently holds
a 60 percent working interest in the property, with Welcome North as
partner with a 40 percent carried interest. .

Welcome North, as operator, during the period July 11, 1975 to
September 15, 1975, carried out an exploration program consisting of
geological mapping, soil and silt geochemistry surveys and electromagnetic

and magnetic surveys.

In 1976, during the period May 10 to September 1, Welcome North
conducted further exploration consisting of gravity and minor geochemical
surveys over the eastern portion of the claim group. Based on preliminary
results from the gravity survey combined with results from 1975 exploration

work, diamond drilling was carried out in two holes totalling 1,293 feet.

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LOCATION AND ACCESS

The IRENE 1-56 claims are located in the Whitehorse Mining
District of the Yukon Territory (N.T.S. 105K-6) at latitude 62°28'N,
and longitude 133°25'W, 125 miles northeast of Whitehorse, Yukon Ter-
ritory and 17 miles north of the town of Faro, Yukon Territory (see
Fig. 2).

Access to the property can best be gained by helicopter from
Faro or by one cat trail from the Anvil mine site situated 7 miles east
of the property in Rose Creek valley. This ground access route is
serviceable only by tracked vehicle or trail bike. The route traverses
the northeast slope of Rose Creek valley and ends above treeline on a
ridge four and one-half miles southwest of the southeast corner of the
property. A cat trail in much poorer condition provides access to the
eastern portion of the property via an alpine valley through the Anvil
Range from the top of this ridge. This access route traverses the
southern portion of the IRENE claims and joins up with a cat trail (glso
in poor condition) from the EVA claims 6 miles to the southwest.

The property is located at an elevation of 3,500 feet in a
narrow valley of Upper Anvil Creek which opens out onto a broad flood
plain on the north side of the Anvil Batholith. All the property is
below treeline and covered by muskeg or buck brush. The slopes on
either side of the valley are covered by terraced giacial moraines of
100 feet maximum thickness. Anvil Creek flows through the center of
the property and can be bridged by fallen trees.

Outcrop is extremely limited, occurring at isolated localities

on the eastern portion of the claims near the base of glacial moraines.
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DIAMOND DRILLING

Diamond drilling totalling 1,243 feet in two holes was con-
ducted during the 1976 field season on the southern portion of the
claim group. Drill holes were positioned using the results from a
1975 CEM survey and preliminary results from the gravity survey con-
ducted during June, 1976. The diamond drill hole locations were

situated as follows and are shown in Fig. 1:

Diamond drilling results indicate that the southern half of
the property is underlain by intensely deformed biotite-muscovite-
andalusite schists, graphitic schists, marble, and calc silicate
gneisses, all of which are onlapping the Anvil Batholith situated
just to the south of the IRENE claims.

Limited outcrop and float found on the property indicate that
the northern half of the property is underlain by slightly Tlimy
phyllites.

Diamond drill core was logged on the property, after which
the core was transported to Ross River where it was stored in the

company warehouse. Diamond drill logs are attached to this report
