The diamond d r i l l i n g  was performed by S t r a t o  G e o l o g i c a l  

L t d . ,  19  - 448 Seymour S t r e e t ,  Vancouver, B r i t i s h  Columbia. 

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS 

D i s a p p o i n t i n g  r e s u l t s  i n  m i n e r a l i z a t i o n  were  o b t a i n e d  

i n  diamond d r i l l  h o l e  No. 1. However, t h i s  h o l e  d i d  n o t  f u l l y  

e x p l o r e  t h e  # 3  m i n e r a l  ( l e a d - z i n c - s i l v e r )  showing. 

A c c e s s i b i l i t y  o f  t h e  m i n e r a l  showings (Nos. 1 , 2 , 3 )  a s  

d e s c r i b e d  i n  my r e p o r t  d a t e d  February  1 2 ,  1974 a r e  c o n s i d e r e d  

A i f f i c u l t  i n  comparison w i t h  u s u a l  diamond d r i l l i n g  o p e r a t i o n s .  

According t o  a  p r e l i m i n a r y  a c c o u n t i n g  by M r .  Uno L e i s ,  

Manager, S t r a t o  G e o l o g i c a l  L t d . ,  1 9  - 448 Seymour S t r e e t ,  

Vancouver 2 ,  B r i t i s h  Columbia, t h e  t o t a l  c o s t  o f  t h e  work program 

was a b o u t  $31,000.00.  

PROPERTY - LOCATION, ACCESS, TOPOGRAPHY 

P h y s i o g r a p h i c a l l y  t h e  c la im group  l i e s  w i t h i n  t h e  

n o r t h e r n  Selwyn Mountains.  





The proper ty  i s  loca t ed  about  140 a i r  m i l e s  n o r t h e a s t  

o f  Mayo, Yukon T e r r i t o r y ,  a t  t h e  headwaters o f  Corn Creek i n  t h e  

Mayo Mining D i s t r i c t .  The Bonnet Plume River and P ingu icu la  Lake 

l i e  some 12 - 1 5  m i l e s  west  o f  t h e  c la im group. 

Access i s  b e s t  from a i r b a s e s  i n  Mayo by f l o a t  p lane  t o  

P inguicu la  Lake and thence by h e l i c o p t e r  t o  t h e  p rope r ty  s i te .  

This  f i  f t y - s i x  c la im group covers  approximately f i v e  

square  m i l e s  o f  rough a l p i n e  topography. E leva t ions  vary between 

4,000 and 7,000 f e e t  above sea - l eve l .  Although t h e  v a l l e y  o f  

Corn Creek h a s  sc rub  spruce and popla r  most o f  t h e  c la im group i s  

above t imber l ine .  

Drainage i s  g e n e r a l l y  southward through Corn Creek.

Proper ty :  

The geology o f  t h e  Corn Creek proper ty ,  namely t h e  ROB, 

GIN, BARB, DON, TG, LEO and JOHN c la ims ,  was s t u d i e d  by C.M. 

Hamilton o f  C o r d i l l e r a n  Engineering Limited i n  t he  summer o f  1973. 

He r e p o r t s  t he  geology i n  p a r t ,  a s  fol lows:  

"Two r e c o g n i z i b l e  s t r a t i g r a p h i c  u n i t s  were mapped and 
a r e  i l l u s t r a t e d  on the  g e o l o g i c a l  map ( P l a t e  v ) .  These u n i t s  
a r e  desc r ibed  i n  ascending s t r a t i g r a p h i c  o r d e r  a s  fol lows:

Uni t  B i s  comprised o f  medium t o  l i g h t  g ray ,  t h i c k  
bedded, f i n e  t o  coa r se  c r y s t a l l i n e  do los tone  (See Figure  3 ) .  Porous 
vuggy beds and l o c a l  b r e c c i a s  occur  w i t h i n  t h i s  u n i t  and h o s t  t h e  
z i n c  and l e a d  m i n e r a l i z a t i o n .  Uni t  B i s  conta ined  w i t h i n  a  nor th-  
nor thwest  t r end ing  s t r u c t u r a l  b lock which d i p s  toward t h e  v a l l e y

Uni t  B i s  be l i eved  t o  be s t r a t i g r a p h i c a l l y  equ iva l en t  t o  
t h e  carbona te  u n i t s  con ta in ing  s t r a t i f o r m  z i n c  m i n e r a l i z a t i o n  nea r  
t h e  Bonnet Plume River l oca t ed  30 m i l e s  t o  t h e  sou th  o f  t h e  proper ty .  

U N I T  A 

Unit  A conformably ( ? )  o v e r l i e s  Uni t  B and c o n s i s t s  o f  
dark gray  t o  b lack ,  t h i n l y  laminated s h a l e  and s i l t s t o n e .  The 
u n i t  i s  non- re s i s t an t  and u n d e r l i e s  t h e  v a l l e y  o f  Corn Creek. 
Minor l imon i t e  s t a i n  due t o  t r a c e s  o f  weather ing p y r i t e  a r e  common, 
however, no o t h e r  m i n e r a l i z a t i o n  was found i n  t h i s  u n i t . "

The s p h a l e r i t e  and ga l ena  are a l s o  accompanied by write 
and,  a s  a r e s u l t ,  t h e  weathered ou tc rops  are q u i t e  r u s t y  i n  appear- 
ance.  Minor amounts o f  q u a r t z  and c a l c i t e  occur  w i th  t h e  mineral -  
i z a t i o n .

SHOWING #2 

Numerous w e l l  exposed bodies  o f  ga lena  and s p h a l e r i t e  
w e r e  found w i t h i n  a 400'  by 400'  a r e a  on a s t e e p  mountainside a t  
an  e l e v a t i o n  o f  6,800 f e e t .

RESULTS 

Tes t ing  o f  t h e  No. 1 minera l  showing by diamond d r i l l i n g  

w a s  g e n e r a l l y  unsuccess fu l  f o r  t h e  fol lowing reasons :  

( a )  Due t o  h i g h l y  f r a c t u r e d  and caving ground t h e  h o l e  was 

l o s t  a t  39.8 f e e t  i n  depth.  

(b )  The main minera l  zone was expected a t  a depth o f  50-60 

f e e t  i n  t h e  d r i l l  h o l e  bu t  was no t  reached.  

Limestone w i t h  f a u l t  b r e c c i a  zones was t h e  rock type  

encountered.  P y r i t e ,  ga lena  and z i n c  carbonate  a r e  p r e s e n t .
