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SUMMARY 

The Lena property of Listed Ventures Incorporated consists of 64 mineral 

claims located in t h e  Rancheria  District  of southern Yukon Territory. The  

property is held under option t o  earn  a 100% interest  from four individual 

owners. 

. 
Exploration of t h e  property by previous owners included bulldozer 

trenching of zones where boulders of silver-bearing galena and spnalerite 

were found in shallow gullies and reconnaissance level gr id  soil sampling. 

Recent  sampling of old bulldozer t renches  resulted in reported silver values 

of up t o  40.9 ounces per  ton. A number of a reas  with anomalous values of 

silver, lead, z inc and manganese in soil t rend parallel t o  local s t ruc tura l  

direction. 

Reported silver values, t h e  presence of f ractured and manganese-stained 

outcrop close t o  t h e  East Zone gully and similarity t o  o ther  propert ies  in 

t he  dis t r ic t  indicate significant potential for vein-fault hosted silver 

mineralization on t h e  Lena property. 

A two-phase program of exploration is recommended to eva lua te  t h e  a r e a s  

of previous trenching and  geochemical anomalies. The init ial  phase would 

include rehabili tation of approximately 3 km of trail  to  provide four wheel  

drive access  t o  t h e  old t renches and  bulldozer trenching t o  allow sampling 

and mapping of those trenches,  and  testing of the soil geochemical 

anomalies. This phase is  es t imated  t o  cost  $50,000.. A second phase, 

contingent upon t h e  resul ts  of Phase I, is budgeted at $100,000 and would 

evaluate  priority t a rge t s  on the  Lena property by trenching and  diamond 

drilling. 
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INTRODUCTION 

Lis ted Ventures Incorporated holds 64 mineral  c la ims  (LENA proper ty )  in t h e  

Rancher ia  d i s t r i c t  o f  southern Yukon. T h e  c la ims  cover  t h e  Lena  mineral  

occurrence o f  silver-bearing ga lena  and  sphaleri te,  a n d  Ag-Pb-Zn geochemica l  

anomal ies  outlined by previous  workers. T h e  proper ty  is held under  t h e  t e r m s  of a n  

option a g r e e m e n t  wi th  t h e  proper ty  owners, (B. Buchanan, B. Pres ton,  T. McCrory 

a n d  Evl. Nielsen) allowing Lis ted Ventures Inc. t o  e a r n  a 100%' in te res t  in  t h e  claims. 

This repor t ,  prepared at t h e  reques t  of B. Davies of Listed Ventures  Inc., descr ibes  

t h e  resul ts  of a visi t  t o  t h e  proper ty  on March 11, 1987 a n d  reviews avai lable  

geological  and  geochemica l  d a t a  on t h e  area .  

LOCATION AND ACCESS 

T h e  Lena property is  l o c a t e d  abou t  260 km east-southeast  of Whitehorse, Yukon 

a n d  8 km nor theas t  of Rancher ia  on a n  upland a r e a  be tween  Spencer  a n d  Boulder 

Creeks  on NTS Map Sheet  105 B/1, 2. Approximate geographical  co-ordinates a r e  

60° 10' north l a t i tude  a n d  130° 30' west  longitude. The  p roper ty  location is shown 

in Figure 1. 

Access  t o  t h e  c la ims i s  by t h e  Jack  T r a c e  road which branches  o f f  f rom t h e  Alaska 

Highway at Evlile Post  692, e a s t  of Spencer Creek. T h e  J a c k  T r a c e  r o a d  spli ts  

approximately 22 km f r o m  t h e  Alaska Highway a n d  t h e  l e f t  fork  ex tends  o n t o  t h e  

ad jacen t  Wolf c la ims passing about  1 krn nor th  of t h e  old bulldozer t r e n c h e s  on  t h e  

Lena  property.  Overgrown cat t ra i l s  which link- t h e  t r e n c h e s  t o  t h e  road  could  be 

rehabi l i ta ted t o  4x4 t r u c k  standards.  Some upgrading of t h e  exis t ing r o a d  on  t h e  

Wolf c la ims will also be  necessary.  Approximate road d i s tance  f r o m  t h e  Alaska 

Highway (Mile 692) t o  t h e  proper ty  is 25 km. 

The  town of Watson L a k e  110 km east of t h e  property h a s  a regional a i r p o r t  

providing f l ights  t o  c i t i e s  in Alber ta  and  B. C. Watson Lake a l so  h a s  hel icopter  

c h a r t e r  and  c a m p  supply services. 







The Lena property covers  a broad upland a r ea  in the  Cassiar Mountains on t h e  east 

side of unnamed mountain lying between Spencer Creek t o  t h e  nor th  and Boulder 

Creek t o  t h e  south. Elevations range from 1,150 m (3,700') on Boulder Creek t o  

1,600 m (5,100') on t h e  ridge top; a to t a l  relief of 450 m (1,500'); 

Southeasterly facing slopes f ea tu re  l i t t l e  outcrop and  a r e  sparsely covered in 

stunted spruce t rees ,  grass and moss. Higher ridge tops a r e  grass  covered with 

more abundant outcrop while northerly facing slopes a r e  moderately s teep  with 

outcrop confined to  ridge spurs. 

Cl imat ic  conditions a r e  typical of t he  Cassiar Mountain Range, character ised by a 

northern interior climate. Annual precipitation averages 5 0  cm. Winters a r e  long; 

temperatures  occasionally reach -50° C and snow cover is up t o  2 m. Summer 

temperatures  a r e  typically 15-20°C. The  exploration season in t h e  Spencer Creek 

a r ea  s t a r t s  in la te  May and ends  in October. 

PROPERTY 

The Lena propery consists of 64 mineral claims recorded in t h e  office of t h e  

Watson Lake Mining Recorder. Figure 3 shows t h e  claim plan and  property d a t a  is 

listed in Table 1.

The Spencer 1-60 claims were  originally s taked  fo r  Regional Resources Ltd. and 

subsequently t ransferred t o  T. McCrory and  B. Preston. The Lena 1-4 claims were  

located by M. Nielsen when ground covered by the  Gary 1-4 claims lapsed in 

August, 1986. Listed Ventures Incorporated has  entered a n  option ag reemen t  in  

which they can  earn  a 100% in te res t  in  t h e  Lena property. 

REGIONAL GEOLOGY . 
The Lena property is located in t h e  Wolf Lake Map Sheet (105 B) a rea ,  mapped by 

W.H. Poole, J.A. Roddick and L.H. Green of t h e  Geological Survey of Canada in 

1951-1959. The dis t r ic t  is underlain by folded La te  Proterozoic t o  Devonian c las t ic  

and carbonate  rocks of t h e  Cassiar Platform; by assemblages of sheared 

ultramafic,  volcanic, sedimentary and  intrusive rocks acc re t ed  on to  t h e  North 

American continent during Mesozoic arc-continent collision; and  by Cretaceous 

intrusions of granite-granodiorite composition (Abbott, 1983). 

The Lena property is underlain by folded and  partially metamorphosed sedimentary 

rocks of Lower Cambrian or older a g e  in contac t  with Cretaceous qua r t z  

monzonite and granodiorite of t h e  Cassiar Batholith. The Atan Group sedimentary 

units consist of limestone, marble and skarn with associated biotite schist  and  

quartzite.  The property geology is shown in Figure 4. 

Mineralization in t h e  dis t r ic t  occurs in lenses along vein fau l t  h e a r s .  A 

character  is t i c  sur face  expression of these  mineralized zones was recognized at t h e  

CMC property of Silver Har t  Mines Ltd. Manganese oxide gossan zones with l i t t l e  

o r  no visible mineralization occur above  sulphide rich o r e  shoots occupying vein 

faul t  structures.  
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EXPLORATION HISTORY 

1 .  The a r e a  of  t h e  Lena  property was initially s taked in 1958 over sulphide rich 

boulders (Lena mineral  occurrence) located on a northerly facing slope above  a 

t r ibutary of Spencer Creek.  Early workers conducted bulldozer trenching on  t h e  

slope, unfortunately records  of this work a r e  no t  availble. 

The Gary 1-4 c la ims  were s taked over t h e  old bulldozer t renches  in  1982,and 

remained in good standing until August, 1986. 

Regional Resources Ltd. located t h e  Spencer 1-60 claims in 1983, overstaking t h e  

Gary 1-4 claims in  t h e  northwest corner of t h e  Spencer block. Cordilleran 

Engineering conducted a reconnaissance level exploration program on t h e  proper ty  

in  1984. Ag-Pb-Zn-luln geochemical anomalies were  located in  t h e  north-central  

a r ea  of t h e  claims. A compilation map showing t h e  geochemical  anomalies  i s  

presented in Figure 5. Several of t h e  geochemical  anomalies appear  t o  lie along a 

northerly s t ructural  t rend  aligned witti t h e  original bulldozer trenches.  

In August, 1986 M. Nielsen s taked t h e  Lena 1-4 claims over ground previously 

covered by t h e  Gary claims. Ll. Nielsen examined and sampled t h e  old trenches.  

He reports  "partially overgrown bulldozer t renches  exposed a few large boulders of 

vein mater ia l  containing coarse  grained black sphalerite, galena,  pyr i te  and 

chalcopyrite in fine grained sugary quar tz  o r  light brown carbona te  gangue.... 

Mineralized boulders reach 2 m across  however most  are much smaller". M. 

Nielsen col lected eight  samples f rom t h e  "Boulder Zone" t h e  bes t  of which re turned 

a silver value of 33.7 opt. 

M. Nielsen also sampled two other  mineralized zones on t h e  Lena c la ims  known as 

t h e  Cen te r  and East  zones. One grab  sample f rom t h e  cen te r  zone  obtained a 

reported 40.9 opt. silver. 

Exploration ac t iv i ty  in t h e  Rancheria dis t r ic t  is intensifying. The Midway, Silver 

Har t  and  Logjam propert ies  a r e  in advanced s tages  of exploration. Silver Har t  

nilines Ltd. is expec ted  t o  make a production decision shortly. Other companies 

working in t h e  a r ea  include Canamax, United Keno Hill, Yukon Minerals, Fairfield 

and Shakwak Exploration. 
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DISCUSSION 

On t h e  1 l t h  March, 1987 one  o f  the  writer's (R. Robertson) accompanied M. Nielsen 

on a property inspection. The t i m e  of year precluded a thorough evaluation of t h e  

claims as t h e  snow cover  was fa i r ly  heavy. One t rench  in  t h e  Boulder zone  was 

partially c leared and  g rab  samples of mineralized rock were  collected. A sample  

was also taken  of mineralized f loa t  on t h e  slope just below t h e  East  Zone trench. 

Sample locations, descriptions and values a r e  shown in Figure 6 .  Sample 87-01 of 

sulphide veins in magnanosiderite, f rom t h e  East  zone, obtained a silver value of 

4.82 opt,  18% z inc  and  2.55% Cu. 

On t h e  slope bounding t he  west  s ide of t he  Eas t  Zone gully, l imestone outcrops 

show strong cross-fracturing on 070-080° planes with  heavy blue-black manganese 

staining. The writer 's  experience at other  proper t ies  in  t h e  dis t r ic t  suggests  t h a t  

this f ea tu r e  indicates  t h e  presence of a s t rong  a n d  potentially well-mineralized 

vein-fault s t ruc ture  t rending approximately north-south in t h e  East  Zone gully. 

To  date ,  several  promising zones of sulphide mineralization have been loca ted  on 

t h e  Lena property. Also, Ag-Pb-Zn-Mn geochemical anomalies outlined by 

Cordilleran Engineering have ye t  t o  be  investigated. 

A two phase exploration program is recommended t o  evaluate  t h e  mineral  

occurrences  in t h e  old t renches  and  t o  prospect  and  map geochemical anomalous 

areas. The initial phase would include rehabili tation of approximately 2 km of t h e  

Jack  T race  road and  a 1 km cat t ra i l  t o  provide 4x4 t ruck acces s  t o  t h e  old 

trenches. Also, removal of sloughed mater ia l  f rom t h e  old t renches  would pe rmi t  

detai led sampling and mapping of t h e  sulphide occurrences.  Careful  prospecting of 

anomalies may loca t e  new manganese oxide gossan zones along vein fau l t  

structures.  

Contingent on t h e  resul ts  of  Phase I, a follow up Phase I1 program would fur ther  

evaluate  mineralized zones on t h e  Lena property.

As requested I have examined the report and budget by Mr. G.S. Davidson, P.Geol. and Mr. 
R.C.R. Robertson. F.G.A.C. as regards the above noted property and  recommend that  your 
company consider the  following amendments for  the  noted reasons. 

1. T h e  report recommends the use of diamond dri l l ing to evaluate veins 
uncovered by trenching on the property. This method of determining the 
downward extension of the veins locatcd by s u d a c e  prospecting and  
trenching is a very serious problem. None of the programmes in the district 
have been successful in obtaining assays in dri l l  core immediately below 
surface  even though later underground work, on  one of the properties, 
determined that  the  high grade silverllead vein continued more than 100 
feet  below surface  with virtually identical assays on bulk, channel, and  
raise assays. 

2. Diamond dri l l ing can only be used to determine the location of the 
continuing vein. Assays from the vein interval will severely understate the 
actual  grade if the vein a t  the penetration point of the drill hole is within 
the lcad rich portion of the vein. 

3. Geochemistry anomalies located by Cordilleran must be considered as not 
anomalous f o r  these rocks and a serious problem for  follow-up. The  cause 
of this problem is that  the sediments in this area have variable but 
extremely high backgrounds in lead, zinc, and  silver. Several of the shale 
bands to the east a re  known to have up  to one ounce per ton silver over 5 to 
10 feet  of thickness along with .25% lead and  1% zinc. What would be 
considered anomalous in most other Yukon settings a re  background values 
in the Atan Group  sedimentary rocks. 

4. VLF-EM surveys have been demonstrated as virtually useless in 
understanding the str ike extension of known veins o r  the discovery of new 
veins. 



The  best mcthod of exploring this property is the methods learned by trial and error on 
the other propcrties in the district. This method is based on opening the full  strike length 
of veins and sampling those sections with lead minerals. These lead rich zones, if wider 
than say 4 feet ,  can be considered ore if they grade in  average over say 5 feet say 50 

ounces per ton silver. 

T h e  determining of the downward extension usually is best accomplished by the change in 
elevation f rom one end of the zone to the other. If justified the next stage beyond the 
opening of a "ore" grade vein is to drive a short d r i f t  on the vein to determine the 
avtragc grade f o r  the near surfacc materials. 

As Silver Har t  Mines Ltd. will bc constructing a mill in the district, this near surface 
material could be mined by 'slot' mine methods and  trucked to  the mill fo r  early cash 

flow.
