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During the  summer a one-day programme of silt sampling involving one 
geologis t  was performed on the  Pe l  Claims. The ob jec t ive  of t h e  program 
was to i n v e s t i g a t e  t h e  r e s u l t s  found i n  the  1985 Regional Geochem 
(silt) Survey by the  Geological Survey of Canada (Open f i l e  1220). 

The P e l  property c o n s i s t s  of e i g h t  unpatented mining claims s i tua ted  on 
t h e  south s i d e  of t h e  Yukon River along an unnamed creek about 8 miles 
east of Carmacks, Yukon Terr i tory .  It is i n  an a r e a  t h a t  forms the  
northern ex ten t  of the  Whitehorse Trough. The regional  geology c o n s i s t s  
of the  Mberge Group of sediments (Jurass ic)  which is a sequence of 
shales ,  greywackes and arkoses about 9,000 f e e t  th ick  (Bostock 1936). 

Access to t h e  claim group was by hel icopter ,  a s i x  minute f l i g h t  f ram 
t h e  Carmacks base. Al ternate ly ,  access might be gained by boat on the  
Yukon River  from t h e  Robert Cambell Highway, b u t  t h i s  was n o t  
attempted. 

The unnamed creek within t h e  claims is well entrenched i n t o  t h e  g l a c i a l  
deposi ts ,  forming a miniature canyon-like va l l ey  with 50 f e e t  h igh  
walls. The creek is about 5 to 10 f e e t  across  and s ince  t h e  gradient  is 
l o w ,  it meanders q u i t e  a b i t .  

The f o r e s t  within the  val ley  is a dense mixture of mature black spruce, 
white spruce and balsam f i r  with same birches. On t h e  Yukon River Pla in  
however, t h e  f o r e s t  is almost  a l l  b i rch ,  aspen and poplar. ~ o c k  
outcrops are scarce  due to the  sheer volume of Glac ia l  deposits .  

3. SILT SlRVEY 

A t o t a l  of e i g h t  silt samples were taken within the  claim boundary. 
The samples consis ted  of about 3 l b s  of f i n e  sand and silt taken a t  
i n t e r v a l s  of approximately 600 to 1,000' along the  creek. The sample 
loca t ions  a r e  p lo t t ed  on the  Pe l  Claims silt samples map. 

The samples were analyzed fo r  Au and a scan 12 other elements (As,  Ag, 
Cu, Pb, Zn, bb, N i ,  Mn, Fe, Te, Sn, Sb). The Au was concentrated by 
f i r e  a s s a y  whi le  t h e  a c t u a l  d e t e r m i n a t i o n  was made by Atomic 
Absorbtion. The other  twelve elements were ext rac ted  by Lefort  Aqua 
Regia D i s s o l u t i o n  (HN03-HCL H o t  Extr.) and analyzed by DC plasma- 
Atamic Emission spectroscopy. The l a b  used was Bondar-Clegg and Canpany 
Ltd. i n  Vancouver. A l i s t i n g  of the ana lys i s  r e s u l t s  is on a char t  in  
t h e  back  of t h e  report .  



The samples show c o n s i s t a n t  r e s u l t s  i n  Fe, Sn, Te, Mn, N i t  Zn and Cu. 
Three samples, P e l  8, 11 and 13, show s l i g h t l y  higher than background 
values of Au while another th ree ,  P e l  11, 13 and 14, show higher than 
background values of Ag. P e l  11 is a l s o  anomalous i n  A s ,  Pb and Sb. 

Only one outcrop was observed on t h e  claim group, t h i s  occurs on t h e  
e a s t  s ide  of the  va l l ey  on t h e  s i d e  of an o ld  channel. I t  appears to be 
grey, med-grained arkose, belonging to the  Laberge Group. 

The r e s u l t s  of the  silt survey ind ica te  t h a t  there  is a weak presence 
of gold and s i l v e r  i n  t h e  stream sediment. It is recca-mwnded t h a t  a 
s h o r t  program and geological  surveying and sampling be undertaken on 
t h e  claims i n  the  hope of determining t h e i r  source.
