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INTRODUCTION

The Won claims were staked by NDU Resources Ltd. in August, 1987 to cover
lead, zinc and silver soil geochemical anomalies identified by Cominco Ltd. and

Prism Resources Limited in 1968 and 1978, respectively.

HISTORY
The property was originally staked as Now claims in August, 1968 by
L. E1liott and was optioned by Cominco, which carried out geological mapping
and geochemical surveys later in the year that outlined several copper, lead
and zinc anomalies. The property was restaked as Dee claims in April, 1977 by
Prism, which conducted mapping and soil sampling in 1977 and 1978, hand

trenching in 1978 and drilling (610 m in 6 holes) in 1979.

LOCATION AND ACCESS

The Now property is located 96 km northeast of Mayo, Yukon on NTS mapsheet
106D/2, at latitude 64°13'N and longitude 134°35'W. It can be reached by

helicopter from Mayo (see Figure 1).
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CLAIM STATUS

The property consists of sixteen Won claims that are registered in the
name of Archer, Cathro & Associates (1981) Limited with the Mayo Mining

Recorder as follows:

1988 WORK PROGRAM

Work in 1988 consisted of collecting nine soil samples from four sample
profile pits dug in zinc anomalies identified by Cominco in 1969 and collecting
eleven rock samples from zinc anomalies identified by Prism in 1978. The
locations of these samples are shown on Figures 2 and 3, respectively.

Description of rock samples taken is given in Appendix IV.

RESULTS
Four hand pits were dug to depths of 15 to 51 cm (6 to 20 inches) to
provide soil sample profiles on zinc soil anomalies obtained by Cominco at the
southeast edge of the property. The locations and assays are plotted on Figure
2, while the 1988 values are compared with Cominco's 1968 values in Table 1
below. The 1988 samples returned background values and, in general, deeper
samples gave lower values than shallower samples. The 1988 results indicate
that the anomaly identified by Cominco represents hydromorphic concentration in

the organic layer and is likely a result of sampling at too shallow a depth.

At the second location near the centre of the claims, several rock samples
collected from the Prism anomalies returned anomalous values for lead, zinc or
silver. The zinc anomalies are not supported by anomalous values in other
elements and are probably not significant. Two samples had anomalous lead and
silver values due to the presence of galena and boulangerite in the samples.
However, these were collected from narrow quartz veins that appear to have low
economic potential.

No further work is recommended.
