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INTRODUCTION 

This  r e p o r t  was prepared a t  t h e  r e q u e s t  of M r .  T. McCrory and 

M r .  W. Hyde of Whitehorse,  Y.T., t o  summarize a program of 

e x p l o r a t i o n  conducted a t  t he  CMC claims dur ing  1984. 

The au thor  v i s i t e d  t h e  p rope r ty ,  accompanied by M r .  McCrory 

and M r .  Hyde on October 18 ,  1984, t o  review t h e  t renching .  



PROPERTY 

The "CMC Property" is comprised of 103 located Yukon 

Mineral Claims, each of approximately 51.65 acres. 

The CMC claims are administered under the provisions of 

the Yukon Quartz Mi~ing Act by the District Mining 

Recorder, in Watson Lake, Y.T. 

A summary of claim holdings is presented as Table 1 

of this report.

LOCATION AND ACCESS 

The CMC claims a r e  loca ted  on NTS Claim Shee t  105 B-7, 

cen te red  approximately 60°19'N - 13Oo44'W i n  t h e  

Watson Lake Mining D i s t r i c t .  Access t o  t h e  claims dur ing  

1984 was by h e l i c a o p t e r  from P ine  Lake a i r s t r i p ' , .  o r  

Milepost  710 on t h e  Alaska Highway. 
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1984 TRENCHING PROGRAM 

The 1984 t renching  program cons i s t ed  of 5 c ros s  

t renches  on the  FM zone, and one t rench  along the  

TM zone. This exp lo ra t ion  i s  summaaized s e p e r a t e l y  below. 

( i )  TM Zone 

One t r ench ,  approximately 100 f e e t  l one ,  

was completed t o  an average depth of 4 f e e t  wi th  

an average width of 3% f e e t .  The t rench  i s  l oca t ed  

on c la im CC 2 7  a s  shown on f i g u r e  3 .  

( i i )  EM Zone 

Five t renches were c u t  along t h e  FM zone 

on claim CMC 11. The t renches No. 1 and 2 a r e  

approximately 5 f e e t  long x 3 f e e t  wide x  2 f e e t  deep. 

Trenches 3 ,  4 and 5 a r e  approximately 15 t o  20 f e e t  

long,  2 f e e t  wide and 3  t o  4 f e e t  deep. The plan of t h e  

EM zone i s  presented a s  Figure 4 of t h i s  r e p o r t .  







GEOLOGY 

The property is underlain by Lower Cambrian ( ? )  

quartzite, biotite schist and thin-bedded limestone. 

The stratified rocks have been intruded by quartz 

monzonites or granodiorites of the Cassiar Betholith. 

Along intrusive contact margins, limestones are 

occasionally skarnified or recrystellized and 

competent lithologies partly brecciated. 

At the CMC property, late stage tectonic movement(?) 

has fractured the host rocks with a pronounced south- 

west to north-east orientation. Rhyolite ( ? )  dykes. 

possibly equivalent to the Tertiary Mt. Nansen series. 

have apparently been emplaced in the major fracture 

zones. Mineralization in the 1984 trenches consists of 

a galena-tetrahedrite assemblage injected with the dyke 

mat.eria1. 



MINERALIZATION 

Surface weathering has removed most sulphide minerals 

in the top 1 to 2 feet of the FM and TM zones. 

Occassionaly malachite is present as streaks and blobs 

to 1 inch wide in this zone. Below the surface weathering 

effects vein material consists of fine to course grained 

galena interbanded with narrow (up to 318 inch wide) 

seams of tetrahedrite, no assays of this material are 

currently available to the author. The TM vein varys in 

width from 8" to 48" with an average of about 24" where 

observed along a continuous length of 100 feet. 



CONCLUSIONS 

A program of trenching was completed during 1984 on 

the CMC property. A total of 6 trenches exposed 

mineralization on two zones, now referred to as the EM 

zone and the TM zone. 

Vein material comprised of a banded, intergrown 

tetrahedrite-galena assemblage was exposed in the TM 

zone for a lingth of 100 feet with a width of 2 feet. 

Sporadic vein material in present in the'EM zone 

trenches, but the depth of exposure to date is restricted 

to approximately the limit of weathering. 

Additional exploration is warrented on the CMC 

Claims to determine the extent of the mineralization 

detected to date, and to explore for possible additional 

zones.
