Introduction

In mid- August, 1967, an independant prospector, G. Lishy, discovered zinc
in an exposure about one-htlf mile couth of the Pay Mineral Claims. Lishy
staked the Zn 1 - 2 claims over the showing and optioned them to Atlas
Explorations Limited., In order to cover adjoining ground as well as to tie the
showing to the ay lineral Claims, the Phil 1 - 42 claims were stzked in early
Septenber, 1967,

During the later part of August a bulldozer trench was cut across the Lishy
showing in order to fully expose sphalerite and associated mineralization for
further examination of the property. Access routes for bombardier transportation

were also made to the Zn Clzims from the Pay Camp with a bulldozer.

Geology

The discovery of high grade zinc and associsted copper mineralization by
Gf Lishy one half-mile south of the Pay Mineral Claims emphasisea theiﬁegional
potential of the Pay Property. |

The Lishy showing consists of a 4 foot wide zone of massive sphalerite, assaying

A bulldozer tremch in the area of the showing exposed narrow sections of
lead and copper mineralization grading up to 6.9% lead and 0.49% copper over
5 foot sections.

The significance of the Lishy showing is that it was mob previously detected

and possibly could not be detected by reconnaissance geochemical soil sampling

in the area, and furthermore that minerslization does not occur in the host
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delomite 'mit of the main Fay zone.
