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Linz Claims Report 

Introduction 

Chip and soil surveys were carried out on the Linz claims in August 1991. 
Chip sampling was done August 15,1991 and soil sampling was done August 
20, 1991. This report is written for assessment work purposes only. Data results 
are given in this report but interpretation of results are not discussed in this 
report. 

The Linz claims are located on Map Sheets 1 168-1 and 1 1 5-0-1 6 in the 
Dawson Mining District Yukon (refer to Appendix A). The surveys were confined 
to Linz 1 and Linz 2 (YB3997 and YB39980), longitude 138'1 1'00" latitude 
64O00'3OW. The Linz claims are adjacent to the Noranda Brewery Creek property. 

The Linz claims are owned by L.W. Gatenby and are optioned to Gatenby 
Mining Services Ltd. and Balner Ent. Ltd. There are eight claims in the Linz 
group (refer to Appendix B for claim list). 

General Geology 

The Linz claims are located just north of the Tintina Trench in a potentially 
good mineral zone. The country rock is black argellite. The argillite is intruded 
by a Cretaceous hornblende-biotite syenite. The intrusives near the surface are 
heavily oxidized. The intrusives appear to carry gold. 

Soil sampling on the Noranda Brewery Creek property has proven very 
effective in defining drill targets in this area. The topography is generally sloping 
southerly with little to no perma-frost. A halo down slope (south) caused by 
hydromorphic movement is expected. 

Data Acquisition 

Chip Sampling 

A chip sample survey was done along the large east-west outcrop where the 
rock is well exposed (refer to Appendix C for sample line). A total of 10 samples 
were taken. Samples were taken at what appeared to be intrusives in the 
argillite. Sampling was done by the author on August 15, 1991. 

The samples were ringed (pulverized) and a 30 gram sample was fire 
assayed. The fire assayed sample was tested for gold using A-A (refer to 
appendix D for Assay results). 

Soil Sampling 

A soil grid was established perpendicular to the claim line. Line centers were 
100 ft. and station centers were 100 ft. along the lines (refer to Appendix C for 
line and station locations ). A total of thirty-four 100 gram samples of horizon B 
material were taken. Each pit was dug with a shovel. Most pits needed to be no 
more than 8" deep to obtain a good horizon B sample. The sampling was done 
by the author on August 20, 1 991. 



The samples were ringed (pulverized) and a 30 gram sample was fire 
assayed then tested for gold by A-A. Another 30 gram sample was digested by 
Aqua-Regia and tested for arsenic by A-A (refer to Appendix E for Assay results). 

Results and Interpretation 

Chip Survey 

The results of the chip survey are given in Appendix D. The interpretation of 
these results are not given in this report. 

Soil Survey 

The results of the soil survey are given in Appendix E. The interpretation of 
those results are not given in this report but for matters of the record, we 
analyzed the data by the standard , > mean + 2 (S.D.) as being anomalous. 

Costs 

The cost of data acquisition, assays and report come to a total of $1 61 1.08 
(refer to Appendix F for cost breakdown). 

Conclusion 

Though the results of the chip and soil surveys were not overly exciting, this 
property does deserve more work in 1992, because 

a. its proximity to the Tintina trench, and 
b. the Noranda Brewery Creek property has some large mineral zones 

tending toward the Linz claims. 
An expanded soil survey program is intended for 1992.
