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SUMMARY

Mountain Province Mining Inc. is the owner of the
EVE 63, 65 and 67 to 72 mineral claims. The claims are situated
in one contiguous block centered 38 kilometres south of Ross
River, 1in the Pelly Mountains, Watson Lake Mining District
{105F/9}, Yukon Territory. The property is accessible by
helicopter.

This report is describes the diamond drill core that
was logged by the writer at the H. S. Bostock Core Library in
Whitehorse.

The ground is situated in an area underlain by Upper
Cambrian to  Devono-Mississippian shales and Mississippian
volcanics. In the drill core the Misgsissippian velcanics have a
mylonitized structure, szuggesting that this uvnit may have been
thrust over the underlving shales. No mineralization of
gignificance was observed in the drill core. However, the top

25.1 m of the drill hecle are absent and were probably lost as

overburden. A weathered sulphide zone may have been penetrated in

this interval and mistaken for overburden.

Further evaluation of the claims should be directed to
the search for buried massive sulphides in the Mississippian
volcanics close to the interface with the wunderlying Devon-

Migsissippian shales.




INTRODUCTION

This report compiles results of logging diamond drill
core conducted on October 1, 1989. The property is owned by
Mountain Province Mining Inc. The object of the work was to gain
a better understanding of the soil geochemical anomalies on the
property by examining drill core taken from a hole drilled in the

anomalious area.

LOCATION

The claim group is centered 38 kilometres south of Ross
River in the Pelly Mountains, Watson Lake Mining District, ¥Y.T.
at latitude 61%31'N and longitude 132011'W. The property 1is
gituated on map-gsheets 103F/9. Physiographically the ground liss
in relatively steep alpine terrain, near the head of a south
tributary drainage of the Ketza River. Elevations range from 1500

to 1900 metres above sea level.

ACCESS

The property is best acceszed by helicopter from Ross
River. A bulldozer trail to the 8Slide zone on Wheaton River
Minerals' adjoining ground ends 2.5 kilometres southeast of the

property.




HISTORY

The property was first acquired by Cyprus Anvil Mining
Corp. in August 1976 (Morin et al., 1979) as the EROS 1 to 8
claims. During the 1977 field season a program of soil sanpling
and geophysics was undertaken on the property (P. Dean, 1977). In
1978, Cyprus Anvil put one, vertical diamond drill hole into the
property. This drill c¢ore is currently stored at the H. 8.
Bostock Core Library in Whitehorse and is the subject of this
report. Cyprus Anvil subsequently allowed the ER0OS claims to
lapse. In 1986, Mountain Province Mining Inc. acquired the ground
by staking it as the EVE claims. Mountain Province conducted
further geochemical soil sampling and geophysics on the claims in
1987 (Verley, 1988}, 1988 {(Verley and Williams, 1989} and 1989
(Verley 1990). Results of this work outlined a ferricrete GUESAN
and an associated zone containing anomalous Pb, Zn, Ag, Cu, As

and Au in soil. The source of the gossan has not been determined.




PROPERTY

Mountain Province Mining Inc.'s EVE claims in the Ketza
River area consist in total of 8 contiguous, full sized mineral
claims as tabulated below and illustrated on Figure 2. The claims

are located in the Watson Lake Mining District, Y¥.T. (NTS

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GEOLOGY

Regionélly, the property is situated in the Cassiar
terrane, a displaced segment of continental margin (Wheeler, et
al., 1988) that consists of a segquence of sediments ranging in
age from Precambrian{(?}) to Upper Triassic. This succession is
overlain by allochthonous sediments, wvolcanics and associated
pyroclastics of Upper Devonian to Mississippian age. Rare
syenitic intrusives of Mississippian age intrude the sequence in
the Ketza River area (Templeman-Kluit, 1977). These formations
were deformed by an arc-continent cellision event in Mesozoic
times {(Templeman~Kluit, 1979). Later, dextral strike-sglip
movement of at least 450 km along the Tintina Fault (Gabrielse,
1985) has undoubtedly influenced structural developnment in the
area. Several large thrust sheets and small domal uplifts
document the past deformation.

The property is underlain by a relatively flat lying
Upper Cambrian to Ordovician formation containing phyllite,
chloritic phyllite, calcareous phyllite and argillaceocus
limestone with local volcanic flows - massive and amygdaloidal -
as well as sections of tuff and agglomerate. In general, this
package of rocks 1is thinly bedded, recessive and forms pale
vyellowish-orange weathering talus slopes. Abundant, irregular

guartz-carbonate veins are an ubigquitous feature of this unit.




The Upper Cambrian-Ordovician unit has been uplifted and
juxtaposed against Devono-Mississippian shales and volcanics on
the western and northern part of the property by a northeasterly

trending normal fault.

Diamond Drill Core:

Drill core form Cyprus Anvil's 1978 drill hole 1is
currently stored at the H. Bostock Core Library in Whitehorse.
This core was logged by the writer on October 28, 1993,

The drill core consists of approximately 227 metres
{744') of silt and/or sand-banded, carbonaceous shale that is
overlain by approximately 15.50 metres (51') of mylonitized
volcanic rock. A number of felgite apophyses intrude the shale
and volcanic section. A section of pyritic, mylonitic volcanic
rock (34.44 to 39.62 m) was split and presumably sent out for
analvsis by Cyprus Anvil, however this data is not available. The
drill core is first reported at a depth of 25.1 metres (B2').
Presumably the 25.1 metres that is absent from the top of the
core record was material that could not be recovered: i.e.
overburden, talus or weathered rock. The strong soil geochemical
ancmaly suggests that mineralization probably subcrops below the
overburden. If this mineralization is highly weathered -~ as the
ferricrete gossan would suggest - then it is conceivable that
drilling may have passed through this weathered material,

mistaking it for overburden and not recovering it. Therefore,




Cyprus Anvil's drill test of the anomaly probably failed because
of poor core recovery at the start of the drill hole.

A complete log of the hole is found in Appendix A.
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CONCLUSIONS and RECOMMENDATIONS

Mountain Province Mining Inc. is the owner of the 8
full-sized EVE mineral claims located in the Ketza River area,
Watson Lake Mining District, Yukon. The claims are situated 38
kilometres south of Ross River. Access is by helicopter.

The property is underlain by a succegsion of Upper
Cambrian to Mississippian vphylliites, carbonates, shale and
voloanios. A gossan zone that is streongly anomalous in Ph, ZIn,
Ag, Cu, As and Au coccurs on the property. The source and/or
origin of this gossan has not been determined. The gossan may be
indicative of a volcanogenic polymetallic massive sulphide
deposit,

3 program of further work, consisting of diamond
drilling is recommended to fully evaluate the ancomalous soil

geochemistry on the property.
