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INTRODUCTION

The Igor property is owned 100% by Nordac Resources Ltd. It consists of 26 mineral
claims located at latitude 65°03'N and longitude 134°38'W on claim map 106E/2 in the Mayo

Mining District of central Yukon Territory. Claim registration is tabulated below.

The claims cover a copper-uranium prospect which was discovered in 1974 by Ogilvie Joint
Venture (Chevron Canada Ltd., Marietta Resources International Limited and Aquitaine
Company of Canada Limited). Between 1979 and 1982, thirty-one diamond drill holes totalling
3512 m were completed. At the end of the 1982 drill program the camp and seme drill equipment
were stored on the property for later use. Unfortunately no further work was done. When the
other joint venture partners abandoned their inferest, Chevron became the sole owner of the

property and subsequently sold its 100% interest to Archer, Cathro & Associates (1981) Limited.

Nordac purchased the property in 1995,
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1996 WORK PROGRAM
