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INTRODUCTION

During the 12 - 13® July, 1996, a four-man exploration crew, based from Ross River,
conducted a soil geochemical survey over part of the Moon 1,2 claims. The survey was
undertaken to try to locate the source of gold-silver bearing float mineralization located
earlier. Soil samples were taken at 25 meter stations on grid lines spaced at 100 meter

intervals.

GEOCHEMICAL SURVEY, 1996

A total of 35 soil samples were taken at 25 meter stations on grid lines spaced at 100
meter intervals. Samples were obtained by digging with a matto;:k to the “B” horizon, and
placing approximately 250 grams of soii into a Kraft soil sample bag marked with the
sample grid coordinates. Samples were sent to Cantech Laboratories in Calgary for
analysis. Results are presented as FIGURE 3 of this report. Two samples returned

anomalous values for gold and one sample was weakly anamolous in silver content.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION

A small soil sample grid was placed over the site of float boulders containing
anomalous gold values. Only “spot” anomalies were detected and an apparent source for
the float has yet to be located. Additional exploration to trace the gold-bearing float

should include prospecting as the primary exploration tool.
