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INTRODUCTION 

Archer, Cathro & Associates (198 1) Limited was retained by Yukon Gold Corporation, Inc. to 
supervise bulldozer road construction on the Granite property in central Yukon in August 2004. 
Heavy equipment was supplied and operated by Ewing Transport Ltd. of Mayo. The author 
supervised the 2004 program and prepared this report.

PROPERTY, LOCATION AND ACCESS 

The Granite property consists of 23 contiguous, unsurveyed mineral claims located in central 
Yukon Territory, immediately southeast ofKeno City at latitude 62'52'N and longitude 135'07'W 
on NTS 105W14 (Figure 1). The claims were staked under the Yukon Quartz Mining Act and 
are registered in the Mayo Mining District in the name of Yukon Gold Corp. The claims are part 
of the larger Mount Hinton property (Figure 2). Detailed claim locations are shown on Figure 3. 
Claim tenure information is summarized below:

Claims have not been surveyed. The claim locations shown on Figures 2 and 3 are derived from 
government claim maps. 

Access to the property is by 4x4 road fiom the upper Duncan Creek valley which is connected by 
all weather road to the Yukon highway system at Keno City. 

TOPOGRAPHY, VEGETATION AND CLIMATE 

The Granite property lies along a moderately steep south facing slope at the headwaters of 
Keystone Creek. Elevations on the property range fiom 1100 to over 2 100 m on the ridge crest 
at the northernmost part of the claim block. Tree line is locally about 1500 m elevation and below 
this black spruce and willow thickets predominate. Above treelime buckbrush (arctic black birch 
in drier areas and willow in wet areas) predominates with scattered clumps of alpine fir. Higher 
elevations on the property are unvegetated. Continuous permafiost probably underlies the entire 
property. 

Higher elevations on the claim block are snow fiee fiom late June to late September. The area 
climate is typical of northern continental regions with long, cold winters and relatively temperate 
summers. Average temperatures in January are about -20°C and in July about 10°C. Total annual 
precipitation is approximately 90 cm, mostly occurring as rain in the summer months. Maximum 
snow pack averages less than 100 cm. Although summers are temperate, arctic cold fionts often 
cover the area and snowfall can occur in any month at higher elevations. Sunlight ranges from 
about 20 hours per day in late June to approximately 4 hours per day in late December. 
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2004 ROAD CONSTRUCTION 

The 2004 exploration was fbnded by Yukon Gold. Road construction was carried out with a 
D7G bulldozer operated by Ewing Transport employee Bob Wagner of Keno City. Road 
alignment was established and supervised by the author. All work was carried out under 
provisions of Land Use Permit LQ00106. The Author's Statement of Qualifications is included as 
Appendix I. 

Approximately 5 km of rough bulldozer trail was constructed to connect an existing network of 
bulldozer trails in the Duncan Creek valley and along the west flank of Mount Hinton with the 
headwaters of Granite Creek. A bulldozer-supported diamond drill program is proposed for the 
upper Granite Creek area in 2005. The work was carried out on consecutive days between, and 
including, July 15 to 18 and totalled 48 hours of equipment time. 

At the completion of the construction, all leaning or downed trees were bucked up and flattened. 
Water bars were built on steeper slopes to minimize erosion.
