A t  t h a t  t ime t h e  s i x  

c la ims  now he ld  by Crescen t  Mines L td .  comprised the  
11 t owns i t e  of Klondike C i t y ,  l o c a l l y  known a s  Lousetown", 

and p l a c e r  mining was c a r r i e d  o u t  up t o  t h e  boundary of  
t h e  c l a ims  b u t  n o t  on them. The p r e s e n t  s t a k i n g  is t h e  
f i r s t  t o  be  recorded  on t h i s  ground.
